· History: 

· Some courses (59) were approved electronically over break. Other courses (13) had problems with the syllabus. 
· Concern: some members may not have fully understood the GE process. Some syllabi did not contain boilerplate language for Culture & Ideas. 
· Danielle Hogle will find the courses that have Culture & Ideas checked off in curriculum.osu.edu. Make sure the syllabus has C&I boilerplate language & information about that category in the assessment plan. 

· One member indicates that some of the History courses may need concurrence from AAAS or WGSS.

· Next time the Panel will look at the 13 History courses that were not approved.

· French: The 2 French courses that were approved do not have the assessment plan and the GE rationale. However, the information seems to be included in the syllabus.

· Department of Slavic and East European Languages and Literatures: Name change to Department of Slavic and East European Languages and Cultures: proposal was approved via electronic vote.
3) MRS 2520 new course requesting GE Cultures and Ideas 
· The specific expected learning outcomes for Cultures & Ideas should be included in the syllabus.
· Brintlinger, Fletcher, unanimously approved with contingency (item above)
4) MRS 2610 new course requesting GE Cultures and Ideas 
· Syllabus needs goal & expected learning outcomes for Cultures and Ideas
· Syllabus should include statement on academic misconduct.

· Assessment plan needs to more fully address/connect with the 2 specific learning outcomes for Cultures and Ideas
· Brintlinger, Fletcher, unanimously approved with contingencies (3 items above)
5) Classics 2401 new course requesting GE Literature & Historical Study, returning 
· Course did not receive concurrence from Dept of History for Historical Study GE
· The name of the course includes “History”. Should they revise the title of their course?

· If course wants “Historical Study GE,” unit will need to revise the course following the points brought up by History Dept.

· Syllabus goes back and forth between “GEC”/”GE”. Please use “GE” throughout the syllabus.
