· Q: Do they really mean that they are going to offer the course in the various lengths of period (14, 7, 4, 12 weeks)? A: Information is there to keep their options open.
· Recommend large font for disability statement (mention this in feedback to dept).

· Stafford, Fletcher, unanimously approved
· French 2801 new course requesting GE VPA  
· No discussion about how the course meets GE criteria. In the syllabus, under the boilerplate language for the VPA category, there should be an explanation of how the course will actually fulfill the GE’s learning outcomes.
· Assessment plan: 
· Should be about assessing the success of the course in fulfilling the 2 VPA learning outcomes, rather than assessing students. Provide specific examples of methods used. Thus, if faculty plans to use embedded questions on exams, pre and post-tests, or a particular essay assignment, provide some examples. If faculty plans on using indirect measures such as discursive evaluations or class visits by peer evaluators, give concrete examples as well.   
· There should also be a brief explanation of the follow-up process (once unit collects the data on student achievement, how will unit use this information to make course improvements?).

· History 1150 new course requesting Historical Studies & US Diversity  
· Schedule is limited, not fleshed out. The readings, assignments are not included. Schedule should reinforce Social Diversity aspect of the course (beyond slavery). (e.g., syllabus for History 2071 is a good syllabus.) 

· Assignments need fleshed out (also contradiction: syllabus p. 2 point 4 at top of page: “Students will carry out in-depth analysis in a final paper…”; however, the assignments for this course do not include a final paper).
· Sent back to dept

· History 1210 new course requesting Historical Studies & Global Studies  
· Schedule is limited; not fleshed out; the readings, assignments are not included. Schedule should reinforce Global Studies aspect of the course.
· Assignments need fleshed out.

· Schedule is limited; not fleshed out; the readings, assignments are not included. Schedule should reinforce Global Studies aspect of the course.

· History 2060 new course requesting Historical Studies & US Diversity  
· Great feature of this course: high level of student involvement, trips (e.g., to Ohio Historical Society)
· 14-week schedule should be fleshed out. Show in greater detail that course will fulfill Diversity GE category (beyond Native American aspect). Make this explicit.

· History 2704 new course requesting Historical Studies & Global Studies  
· Brintlinger, Fletcher, unanimously approved
· History 3003 new course requesting Historical Studies & US Diversity  
· Diversity U.S. aspect of the course is not clear at all.

· p. 4 of syllabus: “What is plagiarism? And URL” Remove and perhaps include after statement of academic misconduct.
· Brintlinger, Fletcher, unanimously approved only for Historical Study (inquire whether dept wishes to add Diversity in the U.S.)
· History 3040 new course requesting Historical Studies & US Diversity  
· Two sets of assignment/grading information (p.3 and p.5). Remove one. 
· Fletcher, Brintlinger, approved with contingency
· History 3049 new course requesting Historical Studies & US Diversity 
· Fletcher, Leasure, unanimously approved
· History 3275 new course requesting Historical Studies & Global Studies 
· Title: Should it be “Religion and its Critics in Modern Europe”? Curriculum.osu.edu form and syllabus have different titles. Ask Dept for clarification.
· Brintlinger, Fletcher, unanimously approved
· Concurrences for other History courses 

· One member: AAAS or WGSST concurrences are probably not needed because women and African-Americans are part of History. History encompasses many categories of people. 
· Panel decides that the following courses will need concurrence:  2085 (AAAS), 2125 (SPPO, notify Center for Latin American Studies), 3310 (AAAS).
