· Panel notes that the schedule contains 15 weeks (rather than 14), but this is due to the AU12 semester starting in the middle of the week.

The GE categories are listed with boilerplate, but the above statement doesn’t appear to be in the syllabus proper. Right now the information appears in the 2nd paragraph of the GE rationale (this information could be adjusted and pasted in the syllabus).
Stafford, Fletcher, unanimously approved with contingency (bolded item)
5. Animal Science 2367 formerly Anim Sc 240, new GE 2nd writing category  
· There are several writing assignments. Some of the exams have been turned into writing assignments. Concern: the main component of the course, the lecture, does not address writing itself--recitation will tackle writing but along with other topics. Core of course is not writing workshop as one expects in a second-level writing course. Other types of issues: feedback about first writing assignment in week 8 is quite late in the semester for a course focused on writing; final draft on paper 1 is not due until week 9. This course is not appropriate for 2nd level writing GE. Request to change the course number to a number other than 2367.

9. Community Leadership 3535 new course requesting Culture and Ideas & Diversity US 
Following points will simply be mentioned to dept as FYI:
· Syllabus: 
· References to “GEC” should be replaced by “GE.” 
· Under semesters, GE category will no longer be called “2. Breadth C. Arts and Humanities (3) Culture and Ideas.” It will simply be called “Culture and Ideas.”

· Include specific expected learning outcomes for Culture and Ideas.
· Course description paragraph after GE boilerplate language could be more specific as to how the course fulfills the 2 GE categories.
