· Finalized language for GE goals and expected learning outcomes 

· Finalized Education Abroad guidelines for course submission 

· Instructors are required to give an end-of-term assignment to show that the students are achieving the expected learning outcomes. 
· A Scoring Rubric was also developed to score the required assignments in order to do category-level assessment. 
3. Air Science Minor (semester conversion), Naval Science Minor (new), & Military Science Minor (semester conversion) 
· Air Science Minor (Semester Conversion) 

· No further discussion 

· Naval Science Minor (new) 
· This minor includes 6 hours at the 1000 level. The current language for minors states that there is a requirement of 12 hours at the 2000 level or higher. This minor conforms to the current language that was approved. 

· Discussion about possibly removing 1000 level courses from the actual minor and making them “supporting courses” or “prerequisites.” 
· Even if they are not included in the minor, those courses need to be taken by the student. 
· Students may not have to take these courses first so they may not always be “prerequisites.” 

· For this particular proposal we cannot ask for changes on the basis of guidelines that are not yet approved. Going forward we may want to change the rule of 1000 level courses in the minor so that proposals in the future consider these courses something other than “requirements.” 
· For now leave the current language, but, in the future, when panels deem it preferable, they should feel free to recommend that units not put 1000 level courses in their minors
· Military Science Minor (semester conversion)
· No further discussion 

· Vote for all 3 Minors (Air Science, Naval Science, & Military Science) 
· Panel letter, von Frese, unanimously approved 
4. GIS Minor (new)
· SBS Minor
· Appears to be a strong minor with 5000 level courses

· Panel letter, Beyerchen, unanimously approved 

5. Physical Activity Specialist Minor (new)
· Was approved by panel with contingencies and requested changes were made

· Asked to remove 1000 level course out of the minor requirements. 
· Prerequisite PAES 2601 was only available to PETE undergraduate majors or permission from the instructor. It was broadened in order for non-majors to take the course without having to receive permission from instructor.  

· The advising sheet states 5 hours of transfer credit. Should it be 6 hours? Mention this to the unit.  

· Panel letter, Weinberg, unanimously approved 

6. Revised GE language
· Comment: “understand” is not measurable. It is used several times throughout the GE expected learning outcomes. This makes it harder for category-level assessment to happen. 

· Discussion: pros and cons for using the verb “understand” 

· Pros

· It provides flexibility for the assessor 

· When doing assessment reports it should be clear how the assessor measured “understand” 
· Cons

· The flexibility makes it hard for anyone other than the individual assessor to understand 

· Faculty may have trouble communicating the level of their students achievement based on the words used in the expected learning outcomes
· Has to be approved to be available for summer term
· Regardless of the verb used, the goal is still to demonstrate “understanding.” 

· All panels looked at the language and had no concerns. 

· “Demonstrate an understanding” would be a move in the right direction

· Move to amend prior motion to change the words to “demonstrate an understanding” or  “demonstrate comprehension” 
· Return to previous motion, 11 approved, 3 opposed, 0 abstained 
· Approve language without changes 
7. GE clarifications 
· Open options for BS degrees related to Mathematics

· Under the GEC-R with additional breadth, for the BS degree, for a math course to count towards the GE open option the course would have to be beyond the minimum requirement for the BS math degree. There is something similar for the BA under the GEC. 

· Can lower level math courses count toward the open option under the GE? 

· Suggestion: Make recommendation to the ASC Senate to revise the language as the rule is not clearly stated under the GE. Meanwhile, maintain principle of GEC-R.

· Point of information: Science course hours for GE 

· ULAC and CCI settled on a 10-hour requirement for natural science courses so students would have to take 3 courses to meet that requirement rather than just 2. 

· During the transition to GE from GEC there was an agreement that the number of science courses should not go down again. There was a fear that if the number of credit hours went down to 9 then students could take 1 course at 5 hours and 1 course at 4 hours. The idea was that students could only get 10 hours by taking 3 courses. 
· Now there is one Science course (Molecular Genetics 1101) offering 5 credit hours. Students can now meet the 10 hour requirement in just 2 courses rather than 3. 

· This is probably acceptable because Molecular Genetics 1101 is a combination of 2 previous quarter courses. Therefore, taking Molecular Genetics 1101 and another course would be equivalent to 3 courses. 

· Molecular Genetics 1101 was only approved for BA not BS. But future courses could be BS. 

· These courses could be very intense and few students may take them. 

· Many will not want to take these courses just to take 2 courses to complete the requirement. 
· The original language stated that 10 credit hours “will typically mean 3 courses.” Therefore, students would typically have to take 3 courses to meet the requirement for the GE Natural Science category. 
· If changing the language to “3 courses” rather than 10 credit hours is necessary then it would have to be proposed to the ASC Senate. 
· Comment: Units could start playing games with credit hours. 

· Right now everyone just needs to be aware. We will want to look at enrollment and see how it plays out and revisit it again.
