· Interesting course

· Schedule is incorrect: Top of syllabus says Autumn 2013, but schedule contains dates in 2012. Also, this is a Monday, Wednesday, Friday course, but dates are Tuesdays and Thursdays & second exam is on a Saturday (10/27/12).

3. Economics 8893.03 (new course)  
· Top of syllabus is a template. Prereqs in template and prereqs in bottom part are different. Request to address the discrepancy. In addition, the prereqs outlined on curriculum.osu.edu form will be the only ones appearing in the course catalog. If the micro and macro qualifiers and the econometrics prereqs (mentioned in sample syllabus) need to be implemented, the prereq box on the form will need to contain that information.
· There is also a discrepancy regarding course grading between the template and the model syllabus. The student critiques of each work presented (present in template) do not carry any weight in the actual sample syllabus. Request to reconcile this discrepancy as well.
· Schwartz, MacGilvray, unanimously approved with contingencies (2 bolded items above)

4. Sociology 4189.03 (new course) 
· X189s are numbers set aside for field experience and fieldwork. Sociology 4189.01 is “Fieldwork in Sociology” and 4189.02 is “Fieldwork in Criminology and Criminal Justice.” Sociology 4189.03 is presented as a field work / field experience course though syllabus does not mention the concept. The panel asks for elaboration of the nature of the field work in the course.
· There is no assigned textbook, yet course will explore the theory of criminal investigation and prosecution in the U.S. Criminal Justice System. The course will be worth 3 cr. (Should it be a 1-cr course? According to the Ohio Board of Regents, one semester credit hour will be awarded for a minimum of 750 minutes of formalized instruction that typically requires students to work at out-of-class assignments an average of twice the amount of time as the amount of formalized instruction [1,500 minutes].) Panel is curious about the requested 3 credit hours compared to the workload. Request to look at syllabus for Sociology 589.02 “Field work in Sociology: Criminology and Criminal Justice” and, if possible, Sociology 589.01 “Fieldwork in Sociology.” A further explanation of the work load, including readings (if any) and the assignments (inside and outside of class) for Sociology 4189.03 would also be helpful. 
· Assistant Dean D. Haddad will also find sample syllabi for other x89 courses in SBS units. 

· Mention to unit that the syllabus mentions a Pass/Fail grade where it should be S/U.

· D. Haddad will run course by Forensic Anthropology.
