· Some uncertainty as to whether course will include 6 hrs/week of out-of-class assignment (7 assignments). 

· Though 4189.01, .02, and .03 all carry 3 cr hrs, 4189.01 seems to include more work than .02 and .03. 

· According to the Ohio Board of Regents, a 3-cr. course is supposed to have 3 hrs/week of class & 6 hrs/week of out-of-class assignment.

· Ask for explanation of 3 credits since BoR has this requirement. Chair B Weinberg will call Professor K. Williams.
3. Air Science Minor (semester conversion) 
· This minor is a straight conversion rather than a re-envisioned minor as stated on the curriculum.osu.edu form.

4. Naval Science Minor (new minor) 
· This minor will probably appeal to our students.
· There may be issue with the two 1000-level core courses. However, the Panel deems that since this is an 18 hr minor, there are sufficient credit hours at the 2000-level and above.
