2. Continue reviewing GE Goals and Expected Learning Outcomes 
· Continue with Social Sciences GE. 
· Decision not to change all the “understand” verbs to provide freedom to faculty to interpret the verb differently depending on the course. 
· For the Social Sciences, students only need to take 2 courses. Therefore, some of the language included in the Social Sciences goal (covers all three Social Sciences GE sub-categories) will never apply to all students.
· Diversity: one goal developed for both Diversity U.S. and Global Studies categories. Second expected learning outcome for Global Studies is removed.
3. Carmen project: 
· We need to tell V. Rake which courses will be piloted: Richard Fletcher (Dept of Classics) has volunteered his large enrollment mythology course this upcoming Autumn; we should select a variety of other large enrollment courses (5 to 10; make sure to cover several GE categories): e.g., successor courses of Psych 100, Sociology 101, Biology 101.
· Issue: In order to proceed with the Carmen questions, the finalized language for the GE should be known. Suggestion to present the revised GE language at ASCC in 2 weeks.
