· History 3305 / AAAS 3305 (new course; double GE status: Historical Study & Global Studies; cross-listed) 
· Course fits both GE categories.

· History 3311 / AAAS 3311 (new course; double GE status: Historical Study & Global Studies; cross-listed) 
· Course fits both GE categories.

Fletcher, Stafford, unanimously approved with contingency (bolded items above)
· Chinese 2797.01 (new course; GE Cultures and Ideas; GE Education Abroad—the latter GE to be reviewed by ad-hoc panel) 
· No vote taken. Panel requests that the following changes be made first:

· Provide GE rationale and GE assessment plan for requested Cultures and Ideas GE category.
· Syllabus p. 1: Remove reference to “GEC” (as “GEC” was used under quarters; under semesters, Ohio State uses “GE”). On same page, remove reference to “Breadth requirement” (as this no longer exists under semesters).
· Number of the course is incorrect on the syllabus (p.1). Should say 2797.01 instead of 2797.1
· Readings should be reflected in weekly schedule. (Panel’s rationale is that students need to be able to manage their time and, therefore, know what is expected of them.)
· Portuguese 2798.10 (new course; GE Education Abroad—the GE to be reviewed by ad-hoc panel)  
· A few issues with the syllabus: 

· Add GE goals and expected learning outcomes followed by brief explanatory paragraph at beginning of syllabus.

· Recommended 16 point font for disability statement.

· Spanish 2798.11 (new course; GE Education Abroad—GE to be reviewed by ad-hoc panel) 
· A few issues with the syllabus: 
· Readings should be reflected in weekly schedule. 
· Recommended 16 point font for disability statement.
Fletcher, Levine, unanimously approved with contingency (bolded item above) (and one recommendation listed above)
· History 2214 (new course; double GE status: Historical Study & Global Studies) 
· Course fits both GE categories.

· A few issues with the syllabus:

· Under the expected learning outcomes for Historical Study and under the expected learning outcomes for Global Studies, there are two paragraphs “Rationale for fulfilling the GE Learning Outcomes for Historical Study” and “Rationale for fulfilling the GE Learning Outcomes for Global Studies.” It is the same generic information that is provided for all courses, whereas the faculty member should provide course-specific information here. 

· Grading: should say “7 quizzes” (instead of 6 quizzes). 

· Disability statement appears twice. Delete one (preferably the one that is not in 16 point font).

· Ask for concurrence from Classics.
Stafford, Fletcher, unanimously approved with contingency (bolded item above) (and one recommendation listed above)
· AAAS 3376 (add Global Studies GE to existing course) 
· Course fits requested GE category.
· A few issues with the syllabus: 
· Syllabus should state GE goals for both categories word for word. Request to replace the adapted statement (“As we examine the art and visual cultures of the African continent and the African Diaspora, we will achieve an understanding of the pluralistic nature of institutions, society and culture in the Africa and the African Diaspora. Students will learn to critically evaluate written texts and visual sources, placing them in a broader historical context.”) with stated goals for each category. · P. 1. Header. History of Art course number is incorrect. Should be 3102. 
· P. 2 Reference to GEC should be replaced with GE.
· GE assessment plan addresses course assessment rather than specific GE assessment. GE assessment is actually better addressed in GE rationale. 

Stafford, Levine, unanimously approved with contingency (bolded item above) (and two recommendations listed above)
· History 3798.02 (new course; triple GE status: Historical Study, Global Studies, and Education Abroad)—last GE category will be reviewed by ad-hoc panel 
· Course fits 2 requested GE categories.
· A few issues with the syllabus: 
· GE Global Studies and Historical Study goals and expected learning outcomes need to be included in the syllabus and followed by a paragraph explaining how the course will satisfy the expected learning outcomes.

· Recommended 16 point font for disability statement.
· Course-specific information on how course fulfills the GE expected learning outcomes is provided in this package. This is excellent. Point out that Panel would like to see similar information included in the syllabi for the other History courses.
Fletcher, Stafford, unanimously approved with contingency (bolded item above) (and one recommendation listed above)
· Music 3350 (new course; double GE status: VPA & Education Abroad)—second GE category will be reviewed by ad-hoc panel 
· Syllabus: Following statement is confusing: “The course is open to undergraduate students in all majors and is designed to meet the ‘open option’ of the GE arts requirement.” Later in the syllabus, the GE Education Abroad is also mentioned. Panel suggests a clearer statement on page one of the syllabus about what categories the course fulfills.

Fletcher, Levine, unanimously approved (with recommendation mentioned above)
· Japanese 5312 (new course) 
· A few issues with the syllabus: 
· Provide evidence that this is a 3-credit hour course. The Ohio Board of Regents specifies that “One semester credit hour will be awarded for a minimum of 750 minutes of formalized instruction that typically requires students to work at out-of-class assignments an average of twice the amount of time as the amount of formalized instruction (1,500 minutes).” See: https://www.ohiohighered.org/calendar-conversion/definition
In effect, that means that the combination of 12.5 credit hours of formalized instruction and 25 hours of homework make up 1 semester credit hour. A 3-credit hour course would have 37.5 hours of formalized instruction and approximately 75 hours of homework.
· Readings should be listed in syllabus and outlined in the schedule.
· Assignments should be fleshed out. That is, information about the format of all homework, assignments, and examinations should be provided.

· Japanese 5121 (new course) 
· A few issues with the syllabus: 

· Same point about justifying the number of credit hours.

· Assignments should be fleshed out. That is, information about the format of all homework, assignments, and examinations should be provided.
