1. Approval of 10-26-12 minutes  
Fletcher, Levine, unanimously approved
2. Chinese 5105.01, 5105.51, 5106.01, 5106.51 (new courses) 
· For all those courses, how do the classroom tracks differ from the individualized instruction courses? Even the classroom track refers to the “individualized nature of the course” (p.2). In both the classroom track and the individualized track, p. 2 indicates that “[s]tudents will arrange to meet individually with the instructor once per week” as though the instruction was individualized in both models.

· For classroom tracks: How do these courses amount to 3 credits? There seems to be only one meeting per week (or is this left over from the individualized track syllabi?) and students only have to write one paper. Reminder: According to the Board of Regents, “One semester credit hour will be awarded for a minimum of 750 minutes of formalized instruction that typically requires students to work at out-of-class assignments an average of twice the amount of time as the amount of formalized instruction (1,500 minutes).”  It would seem that in the case of these courses, either more material will need to be added or the number of credit hours will need to be scaled down.

· Once adjustments have been made to the classroom tracks (see above), similar adjustments will need to be considered for the individualized instruction courses.
· For each syllabus, provide a sample weekly schedule including readings.

· On all syllabi, remove D- in the grading scale. (D- is not a grade at OSU.) 

· Remove references to quarters. Each syllabus contains the following phrase, “At the final discussion meeting of the quarter…”
Request that the unit address all items above.
3. History 3303 (new course; double GE status: Historical Study & Global Studies)  
· Some issues with the syllabus, as seen in previous submissions: 

· Opening line of GE information is confusing, namely “This course fulfills the following GE requirements:  1) ‘Historical Study,’ 2) ‘Culture & Ideas or Historical Study,’ 3) Open Option, and 4) ‘Global Studies’.” It is confusing because the statement is partly advising information. Request to change the statement to “This course fulfills the following GE requirements:  1) ‘Historical Study’ and 2) ‘Global Studies’.”
· p. 2: Historical Study goals and expected learning outcomes are outdated. Please use new language. See here: http://asccas.osu.edu/curriculum/ge-goals-and-learning-outcomes
· Underneath the expected learning outcomes for Historical Study and underneath the expected learning outcomes for Global Studies, there are two paragraphs: “Rationale for fulfilling the GE Learning Outcomes for Historical Study” and “Rationale for fulfilling the GE Learning Outcomes for Global Studies.” These paragraphs are very generic. The faculty member should provide course-specific information here. The course learning outcomes on p. 3 could be removed/integrated in the paragraphs mentioned above (the ones that should be course-specific)
· Syllabus: Flesh out the assignments. Provide information about the length and format of all papers and other assignments.

· Obtain concurrence from AAAS.

Request that the unit address items above.
4. Japanese 5310 (return)  
· Provide justification of credit hours. Reminder: According to the Board of Regents, “One semester credit hour will be awarded for a minimum of 750 minutes of formalized instruction that typically requires students to work at out-of-class assignments an average of twice the amount of time as the amount of formalized instruction (1,500 minutes).” According to the syllabus, Japanese 5310 would meet 2 hours, 3 times a week, thus making it closer to a 2 credit hours class.
· It is not clear what the instructor is doing during class time. Perhaps fleshing out the schedule would help the Panel understand what is going on in the course.

· Explain skill developing strategy project further and articulate its link with what will be going on during class time.

· Remove reference to GEC at the beginning of the syllabus.
Request that the unit address items above.
5. Japanese 5311 (return) 
· Remove reference to GEC at the beginning of the syllabus.

· Include readings and assignments in the weekly schedule.
· Provide more information on the content of the reports.
· It is not clear how the credit hours are calculated compared to the number of reports.  Could faculty elaborate on what standard is used to decide that writing 2 reports amounts to 1 credit hour, writing 4 reports amounts to 2 credit hours, and writing 7 reports amounts to 3 credit hours? Is this workload comparable to workloads used in other classes?
Request that the unit address items above.
6. Slavic 4597 (re-envisioned course; had GE Cross-Disciplinary Seminar under quarters; adding GE Global Studies)  
· Excellent course submission.

7. German 3352 (new course; GE Cultures and Ideas) 
· Add GE goals on syllabus.
· GE rationale could be more specific. For example, the 2 expected learning outcomes for Cultures and Ideas are:

· Students analyze and interpret major forms of human thought, culture, and expression. 

· Students evaluate how ideas influence the character of human beliefs, the perception of reality, and the norms which guide human behavior. 

However, point “a” of the GE rationale talks about “exposing the student to major figures in German intellectual history”/”exposure to exemplary figures in the German tradition.” “Exposing” students to texts does not guarantee the type of in-depth engagement with the material understood in the action verbs used in the learning outcomes—namely, “analyze,” “interpret,” and “evaluate.” 
Discussion will continue at next meeting (as well as for German 3353 and 3354).
