1. Approval of 11-9-12 minutes  
(Not done due to lack of quorum. Postponed until next meeting.)
2. Guest--Mari Noda: discussion about DEALL courses (Japanese 5121, 5310, 5311, and 5312 & Chinese 5105.01, 5105.51, 5106.01, and 5106.51) 
· Chinese 5105.01, 5105.51, 5106.01, and 5106.51. Panel looks at revised syllabi brought by M. Noda:
· Non-decimalized, classroom track versions already exist: 5105 and 5106. The Panel did not realize this previously. Since it is now clear that 5105.01 and 5106.01 are course changes (with no substantial change to content), the Panel only needs to review the new course requests for 5105.51 and 5106.51.

· A sample weekly schedule with readings will be provided.
· p. 2 of syllabus: Sentence should be changed: “Students will arrange to meet individually with the instructor an average of three times per week …” In actuality, the number of meetings will be different depending on the number of credits for which students will register. (For example, if a student registers for 1 cr hr, he/she will meet with the instructor once a week.)
· Credit hours and max completions need to match between classroom and personalized offerings.

· Adjust grading scale. D- has been removed. However, now D ends at 63 and E starts at 59.
· Japanese 5310

· This is a practicum.

· Class will meet every day.

· Schedule has been amplified with activities and homework for each week.

· The Panel had previously requested additional information about the skill developing strategy project. A: There will be no certain length. It would be hard to provide more information. The project will carry less weight (not 80% of grade but 40%).
· Japanese 5311.51
· This course, first submitted as 5311, would now be submitted as 5311.51. In DEALL, .51 refers to personalized instruction. However, it is not clear that only one decimalized course (.51) will be accepted by OUR. (Note: B Vankeerbergen checked with OUR. Given the specific meaning of .51, OUR will be OK with the number.)
· Course focuses on self-monitoring.

· Course objectives section has been amplified.

· Request to provide sample readings and assignments in the weekly schedule.
· Students will go through the materials differently--depending on the level of foreign language they will be enrolled in. 

· The information about the contents of the reports has been adjusted.

· Japanese 5121

· M. Noda explains that the homework assignment in the “evaluation” section of the syllabus are the readings provided in the schedule. Students’ ability to discuss those readings will constitute their homework grade. Class participation is different (e.g., can be about reacting to what other students are contributing). One member of the Panel states that this is not clear to people not familiar with the proposed course.
· Japanese 5312: put on backburner for now.

3. Theatre 5771.10 (return) 
· Requested changes were made. Syllabus includes more specifics about the course.

4. Dance 3402 (existing course is modified & requesting double GE status: Cultures and Ideas & Diversity: Global Studies). 
· Excellent course submission. Course fulfills both categories.

· Small issue with grading scale. 67 is both D and D+.

5. Linguistics 5700 (course change)  
· When students repeat course, they will develop outreach materials, mentor less advanced students in their outreach efforts, and/or learn how to actually conduct a study with museum visitors.

· Repeat should probably not be the same course--perhaps other course number or other decimal.
6. Spanish 2798.12 (new course)
· Subsidy level on curriculum.osu.edu form should be General Studies.

· No problem with course.
