McMahon, Williams, unanimously approved
2. SBS Panel’s Operation  
We will cover this at next meeting.
3. ASC 4157S (new course)  
· The course is already approved for Service Learning.

· It is implicit in faculty rules that office hours be available to students. In this case, the office hours are arranged by appt. This is deemed to be sufficient.
· Might fit in the Minor in Professional Writing at some point. Suggest this.

· A few typos and technical issues in syllabus.

· P. 5: 7 classroom writing assignments at 25pts. This does not add up to 140 points. Should be 175 pts. Please adjust total as well.
· Remember to add grading scale when course is offered.

· Expectations are confusing: e.g., Reflective writing assignments: are these the same as the Weekly Reflection Sheets listed on p. 4?  In general, the assignments listed under “Evaluation” (p. 5) do not clearly match up with assignments described in the “Weekly Assignments” (i.e., the schedule starting on p. 5) and under “Reflection Activities” (p. 4).
· McMahon, Williams, unanimously approved with recommendations above (see italics)
4. Sociology 2320 (add GE Social Science—HNER to existing course)  
· This seems like a very interesting course.

· On p. 1: add goals for GE Social Science—HNER.

· Assessment plan: information on how assessment data will be used to improve the course in the future is not included (i.e., how to use the feedback). 
· Williams, McMahon, unanimously approved with contingency above (see bolded items)
5. International Studies 2797.02 (new course; GE Education Abroad—GE to be reviewed by other panel)  
· Course meets the Ohio Board of Regents credit hours requirements for 3 semester credit hours.
· This will be a fantastic opportunity for students.

· McMahon, Williams, unanimously approved
6. International Studies BS (new major)  
· It is similar to the BA except for the minor. For BA, minor needs to be in Foreign Language. For BS, minor needs to be GIS (other science-related minors may be approved by the Director of the program).
· There is no comparable BS program in the US.

· Pp. 1-2: The minor in Environment, Economy, Development, and Sustainability is not accessible to ASC students. It is currently being developed. The major is offered by the Department of Agricultural, Environmental, and Development Economics (FAES).
· A few typos:

· References to ASC legacy colleges on pp. 7 & 9. 
· There is also a reference to the College of “Agricultural and Environmental Sciences” instead of “Food, Agricultural, and Environmental Sciences” on p. 9. 
· Finally, the proposal refers to the School of Communications rather than Communication.
· P. 11: The discussion about the differences in GE might need to be further clarified. For example, BS students need to take 2 lab courses, one in the biological sciences and one in the physical sciences. Suggestion that the proposal refer to the fact that some courses are different for BA & BS students.
· Williams, Lin, unanimously approved with recommendations above (see italics)
7. Minor in Atmospheric Sciences (new minor)  
· This is a strong proposal. The minor parallels the major in Atmospheric Sciences.

· Some of the requirements outlined in the revised ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual are not there. E.g., anticipated enrollment; information about the faculty. The Panel agrees that the minor will be approved under the slimmed-down conversion requirements—as the minor was developed before the revised guidelines were available.
· McMahon, Williams, unanimously approved 
8. Psychology 4509 (new course)
· There is no textbook; there are only articles.
· There is no final exam—replaced by presentation. Q: Is it required to have a final? A: Faculty rules leave it up to the faculty, though the provost’s office strongly encourages a final exam. There has to be a good reason why there is no final exam. For this course, the presentations are during the final exam. So this will count as final evaluation. 
· Prereqs: ask whether this is supposed to be “or” or “and.”
