· Discussion about attending the 2-18-13 SBS Panel meeting for conversation with Dr. Laura Wagner (Psychology/Linguistics 5700)   
· The SBS panel agreed with the concerns of the A&H panel regarding Psychology/Linguistics 5700. The Instructor, Dr. Laura Wagner, is speaking to the SBS panel and they would like a representative from the A&H panel to be present. 
· Kay Stafford volunteered depending on the time of the meeting. A Department in the College of Education and Human Ecology is interested in becoming a 3rd party in this course. 

· Discussion about a new approach to reviewing courses with a long agenda

·  Divide up a long agenda by each member being assigned a few courses. As the “lead reader” that member would summarize the concerns, feedback, and recommendations to the entire panel. Those that are unable to attend the meeting would submit their notes beforehand for the panel to review. The panel agreed that this would be a good approach and would like to pursue this for the next meeting.  

· Chinese 2797.01 (new course; GE Ed abroad will be reviewed by ad-hoc panel; no longer asking for Cultures & Ideas)   
· Stafford, Fletcher, unanimously approved with the following contingencies:  
· Adjust grade percentages. Currently they add up to 105% rather than 100%.  

· Slavic 2797.02 (new course with Cultures and Ideas & GE Global Studies; GE Ed abroad will be reviewed by ad-hoc panel)   
· Assessment Plan: 
·  Page 2 of the syllabus: “The simple experience of walking around...” Simply being there does not satisfy GE Cultures & Ideas

· The focus is on Education Abroad and Diversity. Assessment for Cultures & Ideas is not present and needs fleshed out. 

· No Vote – Request that the unit addresses the following items:   
· Academic Misconduct statement needs updated. (http://studentlife.osu.edu/csc/)
· The assignments are geared more towards Education Abroad and Diversity than Cultures & Ideas. The committee would appreciate more linkage between the assignments and the assessment plan for the Cultures & Ideas GE category. If you wish to only pursue the GE categories Diversity & Education Abroad the course would be approved as is by this panel. 

· EALL 5310 (return; first submitted as Japanese 5310)   
· All Japanese & Chinese courses have improved since first submission 
· The last 2 weeks of the schedule are not as detailed due to the nature of the course. During these weeks students will complete individual projects.

· Japanese 5311.51 (return; first submitted as Japanese 5311)
· Reason for changing the number of the course was well explained by the instructor. 
· Length of course: 7 week. This is the length of a normal summer course.

· Currently marked as “Lecture.” “Lab” seems more appropriate for this course. 

· Lectures do not seem to be occurring but students must attend 15 minute sessions and includes constant monitoring. 
· Students can adjust credits for individualized language track courses and the Instructor has to approve the adjustment. The credits are based on the amount of work that the student completes.
