Fletcher, Levine, unanimously approved
2. History of Art 2005 (new course; GE VPA & GE Historical Study)  
· P. 1 of syllabus: “History of Art 2005 fulfills both the Visual and Performing Arts and the Historical Study section of the General Education Curriculum requirement.” Put “either … or” instead of “both … and” between GE categories (since a course cannot fulfill both GE requirements for one student).
· Request to use boilerplate language for disability statement and academic misconduct statement (with appropriate weblinks). See p. 13 of curriculum manual: https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual_2012-13_.pdf
· In the grading scale, 67 can be both D+ or D.
· Fletcher, Levine, unanimously approved (with recommendations in italics above)
3. History 2650 (Existing course with GE Historical Study; adding GE Diversity-Global Studies) 
· The assessment plan is identical for all History courses submitted. Panel members think that starting next AU, the Dept of History should submit individualized assessment plans.
· In future submission make sure not to leave references to the GEC. Under semesters, the GE is used. This is valid for all History courses below.
· Levine, Stafford, unanimously approved (with recommendation in italics above)
4. History 3075 (Existing course with GE Historical Study; adding GE Diversity US) 
· Levine, Fletcher, unanimously approved
5. History 3570 (Existing course with GE Historical Study; adding GE Diversity-Global Studies) 
· Add GE Global Studies at the end of paragraph one.
· Levine, Fletcher, unanimously approved (with recommendation in italics above)
6. Theatre 5922S (new course) 
· Hunter Heartbeat Method is never described. 
· If there is therapy, shouldn’t there be some medical professional involved?
· Syllabus indicates that class time is 1:50-3:55, but does not indicate any days. If course is offered once a week, that’s not enough time for a 3 credit course. Twice a week would be fine.

· Readings: Are they always going to read The Tempest? This is a repeatable course so this might be an issue. On the other hand, if OSU students are working with another group of children, 
· Needs concurrences: Speech and Hearing Science, Psychology, T&L, Educational Studies

· No vote. Assistant Dean Heysel will obtain more information about the course. 

7. Film Studies 4640 (new course—topics course with 2 syllabi) 
· First syllabus: Recommendation to use standard language for academic misconduct statement (with appropriate weblinks). See p. 13 of curriculum manual: https://asccas.osu.edu/sites/asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual_2012-13_.pdf

· Typos on 2nd syllabus.

· This course is about film history, but actually it is also about history and film. The 2 sample syllabi are in conflict with the title of the course.

· Leasure, Stafford, unanimously approved
8. Med Ren 2888 (new course requesting GE Literature) 
· Mostly about Christian saints but also others.
· Syllabus:

· First paragraph says that course is not open to students with Comp Studies 4809. The title of CS 4809 is “The Twentieth-Century Novel: Transnational Contexts”. The wrong number for the course is likely listed. Also, if there is an exclusion to the course, it should be listed on the course form (in curriculum.osu.edu) filled out by the unit (since that information will appear in the course catalog). 
· Old GE boilerplate is included on p. 1.
· Word missing in course objective #4.
· Weblink included in statement on academic misconduct is outdated: replace with correct one: http://studentlife.osu.edu/csc
· Recommendation that the disability statement be written in 16-pt font.
· Redo second page of the assessment plan using the correct GE language. In other words, the explanations in italics should be for the correct GE Literature boilerplate language.
