1. Approval of 1-25-13 minutes  
· Fletcher, Levine, unanimously approved
2. Slavic 2797.02 (return)—no longer asking for GE Cultures and Ideas; still asking for GE Global Studies 
· Leasure, Levine, unanimously approved
3. Psych 2367.02 (new course already approved by SBS Panel; wishes to add 2nd writing) 
· Concern: Students write appr. 10-15 pp. for whole semester + 2 written exams. How is this a 2nd writing course? There are 5 papers, but they are all very short. This does not seem much. On the other hand, this seems to parallel the number of pages for 2367.01. 
· Strunk &White readings: some of these are repeated.

· Recommendation that disability statement be written in 16 pt font. Also the disability statement and the statement on academic misconduct should use the boilerplate. 
· It might be useful for the students to add that the chapters in the schedule come from the Comer book.
· Q: How is this course different from 3331? A: This one would be more focused on writing.

4. History 2550 (existing course already has GE Historical Study; wishes to add GE Diversity – Global Studies) 
· Remove reference to quarters on p. 6 of syllabus.
· Leasure, Stafford, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics above)
5. History 3375 (existing course already has GE Historical Study; wishes to add GE Diversity – Global Studies) 
· Fletcher, Levine, unanimously approved
6. History 3425 (existing course already has GE Historical Study; wishes to add GE Diversity – Global Studies) 
· Remove all references to graduate students vs. undergraduate students. This is an undergraduate course and it should solely be geared to them. See: 
· Section describing assignments p. 6 pt 4; 
· Bonus for undergraduates p. 7; 
· Bottom of p. 8 and top of p. 9
· Syllabus includes quarterly dates (i.e., assignments are due in May: see bottom of p. 5; actually, Paper 1 is likely due Feb. 8 and Paper 2 Mar. 25, as indicated on p. 7)) & word “quarter” is used on p. 9.
· Leasure, Stafford, approved with contingency (in bold above)
7. History 3715 (existing course already has GE Historical Study; wishes to add GE Diversity – Global Studies) 
· Fletcher, Levine, unanimously approved
8. History 2251 (existing course already has GE Historical Study; wishes to add GE Diversity – Global Studies) 
· Suggestion that the rationale be separated from the boilerplate language for the GE expected learning outcomes.
· Leasure, Levine, unanimously approved (with recommendations in italics above)
9. History 2204 (existing course already has GE Historical Study; wishes to add GE Diversity – Global Studies) 
· P. 4 of syllabus: Items 3 and 4 in the rationale for Global Studies are not very course specific. Make more specific.
· Fletcher, Levine, approved with contingency (in bold above)
10. History 2353 (existing course already has GE Historical Study; wishes to add GE Diversity – Global Studies) 
· No due date for written report #2.

· Historical Study expected learning outcomes: separate boilerplate language from GE rationale.
· Grading scale issues: there are no A+ and D- grades at Ohio State; A- should be written as such (right now there are two A grades in the grading scale)
· Stafford, Levine, approved with contingency (in bold above)
11. History 3250 (existing course already has GE Historical Study; wishes to add GE Diversity – Global Studies) 
· Remove references to “quarter” on p. 1 (first paragraph) & “GEC” in syllabus (since under semesters, the university has transitioned to “GE”).
· GE rationale written as a long string of paragraphs. Rewrite it as a concise list of bullet points that follow the boilerplate language of each GE category. The GE rationale is meant to help students.
· Assignments do not match the grading assigned: neither the final in class factual exam (April 30) nor the 2-3 page paper on the relative merits of the American and the French declarations of rights (Feb 21) have a grade percentage assigned. (Also in the weekly schedule, the above 2-3 page paper becomes a 1-2 page paper and the Napoleon March 28 quiz has moved to April 2.)
· Sent back

12. History 3106 (existing course already has GE Historical Study; wishes to add GE Diversity – Global Studies)
· Levine, Fletcher, unanimously approved
13. Chinese 1501.01 (new course; requesting GE Foreign Language) 
· Curriculum.osu.edu form: Is it correct that there is no prereq for 1501.01, but there is a prereq of Chinese 1102 for 1501.51?

· Syllabus: Typo on pp. 2 and 4: Reference to “1501.21” instead of “1501.01”

· The following comments will in most cases also apply to all 6 Cantonese courses (and for this reason all 6 courses will be returned to the department):

· Syllabi:

· Add GE Foreign Language boilerplate on syllabi for classroom track.
· The syllabi for individualized tracks do have the GE language but it is outdated and located at the very end of the syllabus. Request to update and put at beginning of syllabus.

· Remove references to GEC and replace with GE.
· Remove D- in grading scale (does not exist at OSU). 
· For all classroom track syllabi: Weekly topics need to be more fleshed out; specifically, they need to be meshed with specific reading assignments from textbook.

· Assessment plan:

· Boilerplate in assessment plan is outdated.

· Assessment plan does not link to the specific expected learning outcomes of the GE Foreign Language category. For example, student SEIs do not ask any questions about GE expected learning outcomes and, therefore, should not be used as an assessment measure for GE learning outcomes.

· The assessment plan uses the wrong course numbers (Chinese 1001-1003).
· Curriculum.osu.edu forms: 
· Do not choose “lecture” for the course components and the grade roster components for the individualized track courses.
· The subsidy level for all of those courses should be “General Studies” (not “Baccalaureate”).

· The course title for 1503.51 is likely wrong. It refers to “level one”, whereas this course is a “level two” course.
