2. Update about Linguistics/Psychology 5700 course change 
· This course is a cross-listing between Linguistics, Psychology, and Education: Teaching and Learning. Dr. Laura Wagner came to talk to the SBS Panel on 2-18-13. One major logistic problem is that in the Dept of Psychology they are required to have at least 22 undergraduates to offer a course. If two decimalized versions of the course are offered at the same time (.01 for first-time students and .02 for repeating students), then that would require one to have many students in the combined class, actually too many students for a museum-setting in which the faculty member has to supervise the students. During the SBS Panel meeting it was also discussed that there is at least one precedent for such repeat courses: “Communication 2223 - Lantern Practicum” is repeatable once. Students who take the course for the second time are given more responsibilities than the first time they take the course. All this information was shared at the ASC A-Deans meeting of 2-20-13 and the decision was made (at the A-Deans meeting) to advance Ling/Psych 5700 with the requested repeatability.
