More generally, request the assurance that students can complete the course without buying anything else than the USB hard drive.
· Two quizzes on p. 1 are never mentioned anywhere else. The quizzes are not mentioned in the distribution of grades. The schedule does mention an intake quiz during week 1, but that would seem to be an ungraded quiz and nowhere does the schedule mention a quiz #2.
