1. Approval of 3-29-13 minutes  
· Fletcher, Levine, unanimously approved
2. Revision to Linguistics major 
· Ling 4000 is no longer deemed to be necessary as one of the 4 core courses. Instead, the department would like to introduce semantics (Ling 4400) as one of the 4 major core courses (now offered with less Math involved). 
· Ling 4000 will become 5000. It’s not listed as an elective course on any of the advising sheets. This is likely because it’s really a broad intro to linguistics that students would not need to take later on in their major. Maybe Ling 5000 will be better suited for graduate students in another department/college (e.g., Education). Or maybe this course will slowly disappear.

3. Quechua 5505.01 (new course)  
· Interesting course.

· Syllabus pp. 4-5: Disability statement should preferably be written in 16 pt font size.

· Levine, Stafford, unanimously approved (points in italics will be communicated as recommendations)
4. History 3003 (existing course requesting addition of GE Diversity in the US)  
· p. 4 of syllabus: the GE explanation for Social Diversity in the US is compelling, but the diversity concepts are not reflected in the schedule. The course seems to be more about the mechanics of party politics in the US than about topics like disenfranchised sections of the population, ethnicity in early elections, etc.  Schedule needs to represent the ideas in the GE rationale.
(Return course to department.)
5. History 3014 (existing course requesting addition of GE Diversity in the US) 
· Course engages with ideas of social diversity.
· Fletcher, Levine, unanimously approved
6. History 3216 (existing course requesting addition of GE Diversity Global Studies)  

· Discussion about whether ELO#2 is fulfilled. Some instructors will explicitly articulate connection between international environment and the US while other instructors will make this more implicit. In the case of this course, the connection may be implicit, but the Panel deems this will suffice. If necessary, this will be brought up as a point of discussion at ASCC in the future.

· P. 4 of syllabus: Requirements: grades add up to 85%; Enrollment: Replace reference to “quarter” with semester.”

· P. 9 of syllabus: Grading scale includes a D-, which grade does not exist at OSU.
