· Fletcher, Levine, unanimously approved
2. Quechua 5506.01 (new course)  
· Syllabus pp. 3 and 4: Word “quarter” is used. Replace with “semester.”

· Syllabus p. 4: Under “Academic Misconduct”: COAM FAQ page link (http://oaa.osu.edu/coam/faq.html) re-directs one to another page. It should be “http://oaa.osu.edu/coam.html”

· Syllabus pp. 4-5: Disability statement should preferably be written in 16 pt font size.

· Stafford, Levine, unanimously approved (with recommendations written in italics above)
3. Music 3343 (new course; requesting GE Visual and Performing Arts)  
· Is English 1110 a prerequisite only or can it also be a corequisite? Tim Leasure will find out.
· Syllabus should include information about where books are available.
· Assessment plan: the professor will keep the data on his computer. Usually, data is shared with dept. It might be good if the person in charge of the specific area in SOM (in this case, musicology) kept the information. 
· Ask for concurrence from Neuroscience.

· Stafford, Fletcher, unanimously approved with contingencies (listed in bold above)
4. German 3256 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas & GE Historical Study)  

· Course would need concurrence from Dept of History to obtain GE Historical Study.
· Boilerplate GE language needs to be on syllabus.
· As such, the course grade is based on two assignments: midterm (or paper) & final (or paper). The attendance policy should be made clear (what will be the penalty for failing to attend more than three sessions). Ideally, attendance and participation would be part of the grade.
· Clarify which books students will be required to buy and which excerpts will be available as a package.

· GE Cultures and Ideas: all expected learning outcomes seem to be fulfilled. 
· GE Historical Study: expected learning outcome 1 is fulfilled, but 2 and 3 do not seem to be addressed. Overall, neither the course content nor the GE rationale document compellingly address the GE Historical Study category.
· Fletcher, Stafford, course unanimously approved for GE Cultures and Ideas with contingencies (listed in bold above); course not approved for GE Historical Study
5. German 3254H (new course; requesting GE Visual and Performing Arts, GE Historical Study, and GE Diversity-Global Studies) 

· To a large extent, the content of this course is already covered in German 3252 “The Holocaust in Literature and Film” and 3351 “Democracy, Fascism, and German Culture.” Suggestion: Might it be preferable to create an H version of 3252?

· GE Historical Study: expected learning outcome 1 is fulfilled, but 2 and 3 do not seem to be addressed. Overall, neither the course content nor the GE rationale document compellingly address the GE Historical Study category.
· Boilerplate GE language needs to be on syllabus.

· Syllabus mistakenly lists GE Cultures and Ideas (a category that is not requested) as well on page 1.
