AGENDA:
1. Anthropology 3434 (new course; GE Cultures and Ideas will be reviewed by A&H Panel) 
· GE goals and expected learning outcomes for Cultures and Ideas should be included on syllabus, followed by a very short explanation of how the learning outcomes for C&I will be fulfilled in the course.
· Workbook is worth 20% of grade (see p. 5). However, it is not explained with other assignments on p. 4. It would be appropriate to add an explanation of what this assignment entails on p. 4. 

· Class discussions and participation are worth 20% on p. 5, but then right after that the attendance (10%), preparations & presentations (15%), and discussion (10%) add up to 35%. Request to clarify.
· Grade: E should be used instead of F (pp. 4, 6, 8 of syllabus).
· Replace references to “quarter” with “semester” (pp. 2, 6, 7, 8 of syllabus)
· Question: Would the department be interested in proposing the course for GE Diversity-Global Studies at some point? 

· Williams, Lin, unanimously approved with contingencies (in bold above)
2. Economics 3900.01S (new course; GE Service-Learning will be reviewed by GE SL ad-hoc panel) 
· GE goals and expected learning outcomes for Service Learning should be included on syllabus, followed by a very short explanation of how the learning outcomes for Service Learning will be fulfilled in the course.
· Schedule should be clearer about when the study abroad / service learning takes place. The information in the schedule next to week 3 is vague: “(Study Abroad component would be planned for this week, and course topics would be altered and/or moved to reflect that.)”
· Tied to bullet point above: p. 2 of syllabus indicates that the 10-12-page paper is due at the end of week 3. However, that would be at the end of the week abroad. There would likely be logistical problems with having students finalize their papers when abroad.
· Course description on curriculum.osu.edu form should indicate the destination of the abroad trip so that students have access to clear information about the course.
· Recommendation to add AEDE 2001 as a prerequisite option, if possible. Many FAES students would be interested in Econ 3900.01S, and they take the AEDE course as a GE option. Having AEDE 2001 as a prerequisite option means that they would not be blocked or need special permission to register for the course.
· Williams, Lin, unanimously approved with contingencies (in bold above)
3. Communication 3442 (course change; renumbered—previously 2442; course previously approved by SBS Panel for GE Soc Science—Individuals and Groups) 
· Topics have been added. Higher level textbook will be used and material will be discussed at deeper level.
· Recommendation that the comprehensive exam information on the syllabus be clarified for students. The Panel assumes that Exam 4 will take little time (perhaps 55 minutes) and the remaining time in the period is for the make-up comprehensive test. However, this is not clearly explained. There should be an explanation of how it will be done. Panel’s concern is that if the instructor is planning on having the make-up test after a 2-hour Exam 4, this could conflict with another exam a student has to take--putting that student (or students) at a disadvantage.
