· Revising existing Assessment Plan 

· Will continue the assessment reports described in the plan.
· Moving towards departmental level reports focusing on those departments that offer several GE courses.  

· This will be ongoing over the summer to meet with departments and create a timeline for department and course level report submissions. 
· Departments have the opportunity to combine GE assessment with their major assessment. 
· Departments will need to distinguish between GE goals and major goals similar to course reports distinguishing between GE goals and course goals. 
· Course reports will continue and will include some of the large enrolled in courses.  

· All campuses will be included in the reports.
· Each year there will be a focus on specific categories so the assessment panel has similar reports to review. 
· Another focus area will be on closing the loop of information. Units are reporting on where they are at in collecting the data but have not revealed much about how they are actually using the information to improve the course delivery or course content. 
4. Environment, Economy, Development and Sustainability Minor (FAES)—guests: Mark Giese & Neil Drobny 
· SBS Panel unanimously approved the minor with contingencies that have been addressed on revision. 
· 70 students are registered for the major and there is demand for this particular minor 
· Employers are looking for those with backgrounds in sustainability 
· Would it be preferable to receive a concurrence from Business since there is a Business core course? 

· Drobny also teaches for Business and stated that this was not an issue.  
· Companies may be looking for students with internships in this field but elective courses do not include an internship as an option. The unit could explore internships as an option for electives. 
· ENR/AEDE 2500 could serve as a prerequisite course instead of requiring additional prerequisites like Econ 2001. 

· Students will have to take Econ 2001 in order to take other required courses. It may be beneficial to mention it is a GE course so students know when they register for GE courses that this is one that they need to take. 

· The Bus Admin 3640 course’s prerequisite is permission of the instructor 

· This is not an issue as the prerequisite will not be implemented for the section in which the students in the minor will register. 
· SBS Panel letter, Vaessin, unanimously approved with suggestions (listed in italics above)
5. PSP Integrated Social Studies 
· At Ohio State there is not a Bachelor of Science program in Education licensure for integrated social studies.  Therefore, students who are interested in this area who wish to teach social studies will pursue the PSP in ISS and then apply to the Master of Education licensure program. 
· This was created to benefit students. 
· Students are in the pipeline who would like to go into the masters program.  

· Course lists are almost identical to quarter courses. 
· Restructured so that geography courses (which constitute a minor under quarters) are in the major and fall under GE categories. 
· The quarter course list was revised based on conversations in the College of EHE regarding State licensure requirements and used to create the semester course list. 
· 45 semester hours fulfill the requirements by the state.  

· 22 students are currently pursuing the PSP. 
· Assessment plan includes the licensure exam but there is concern as to whether that is a valid direct measure if it is not taken until several months after the degree is completed. However, this is similar to other programs with licensure exams. 
· There has been an attempt at creating an Interdisciplinary Major in Social Studies but it has come to a standstill and that is why the conversion of the PSP is proposed. There is a need for faculty in EHE to be more involved.  
· PSP’s have to be signed off by faculty. There is a faculty member in EHE that will sign off on it and then it will be signed off by Mary Ellen in ASC. If the student follows the plan exactly as it is approved, the signing off by EHE and ASC is just a formality.  

· Krissek, Harvey, unanimously approved 
6. Revision to Linguistics major 
· Removal of Linguistics 4000 as a core course. It’s an introductory level course to linguistics that is not offered frequently enough. Linguistics 4000 will be renumbered 5000. Students in the major will not need to take an introductory level course as going forward the course will likely be intended for students outside of the major. 
· If course is redundant it should not be an option to take as an elective. However, it is not proscribed. This needs to be clear. 

· Can students take Ling 4400 at the same time they take 4100, 4200, 4300? 
· It needs to be clear that you can take any of these 4 courses simultaneously as it is not explicitly stated.
·  If it isn’t possible to take these courses simultaneously, then the problem of students not being able to complete the major requirements in two years is not solved. 

· Semester advising sheet Track B quarter based courses are still listed.  

· A&H Panel Letter, Krissek, unanimously approved with recommendations: 
· Linguistics 5000 – clarify that it is not an option to take as an elective for the major. 

· Explicitly state whether Ling 4400 can be taken simultaneously with 4100, 4200, and 4300. 

· Convert quarter numbers in the Semester Advising Sheet for Track B to semester course numbers. 

7. Discussion: GE Education Abroad (minimum time spent abroad?) 
· When developing GE Education Abroad requirements the one thing that was not considered was the amount of time that students need to be in country to qualify as a GE course. How much time spent abroad is enough? 
· London Honors was approved and they go for one week. 

· In the future the London Honors course will be taught during spring break so there will be time to reflect after they return. 
· The goal is to make sure that the GE goals are met. 

· As we continue to assess these courses, we may determine that some courses are not able to meet the GE goals. 

· Comment by committee member: Requiring that students are abroad longer than a week may prevent some students from going abroad and we do not want that.  We want to be flexible as these courses are a gateway experience for some students and the GE status may push them to go abroad. 
· Another committee member comments: There was talk before about allocating only a certain number of credit hours for the GE part of the course. 

· Committee member: If the course already has another GE category it does not matter if it is approved for GE Education Abroad. For students it is already counting as an open option. 
· Response by another member: Instructors may see the GE Education Abroad designation as setting their course apart from others. 
· Comment by committee member: Need to set an expectation because if not, there is a possibility that we will continue lowering the expectations. 

· Committee agrees that it is premature to draw the line without assessment feedback from instructors.

· These courses are assessed using the GE Education Abroad rubric and data will be collected from courses that are being taught during the May term. 
· In the meantime these situations can be handled on a case by case basis. We will wait to make a decision until receiving data from the courses already approved.
