Departmental Course Report Requirements for the General Education Assessment Plan
Please provide a brief 2-4 page report on the assessment of GEC expected learning outcomes in the course being reviewed.  The requests for the initial sections of the report are only to verify that the information on file in the Curriculum Office about the course’s appropriateness for GEC category status is correct, unless changes have occurred since initial approval, and to submit a current syllabus which includes relevant GEC expected learning outcomes.  The syllabus should be referenced as often as necessary, which should help reduce the overall size of the report (rather than restating what is included therein).  The later sections of the report should include a very brief description of methods used to determine if GEC learning outcomes are being met, a summary of the evidence, and a statement as to how that information is being used for ongoing curricular and instructional improvements.  Appendices and additional information may be included, but the body of the report proper should be limited to 4 pages.  
I. Abstract (not part of the 4-page maximum)

a. Provide a 75-150 word informative summary of the plan and report including:

i. What progress has been made in assessment planning and implementation?

ii. What methods have been or will be used for this assessment plan?

iii. How have the results been used to improve student learning in this course (e.g., content redesign, change in teaching style)?

II. Course Description (limit to under 1 page)

a. Which GEC category/categories does this course fulfill?

b. Verify the accuracy of the course description in the course bulletin

i. If inaccurate, what changes will your department suggest to the Registrar?

c. Provide a brief overview of the course, including how it is administered and how it is overseen

d. Indicate and provide the rationale for any significant changes or improvements in this course over the last five years

III. Learning Outcomes Assessment Plan (limit to 1 page)

a. List the category level GEC learning outcomes for which this course is approved and any additional learning outcomes specific to this course

b. Indicate the type(s) of evaluation method(s) (e.g., embedded testing, opinion survey, portfolio) that will be used to measure whether students have met the learning outcomes (be sure to indicate the link between specific methods and specific outcomes)

c. Specify the initial criteria for determining if learning outcomes have been met, including those for success as well as what would signify a weakness for further improvement (attach grading rubrics or other evaluation instruments, if used, in the appendix)

d. Describe the general procedures for conducting the assessment, such as student sampling within or across sections, the way in which different outcomes might be evaluated over time, etc.

e. Describe how you will use this assessment plan to improve student learning over time

f. Give the multi-year timeline for implementing the plan and continuation of assessment, including strategies for evaluating improvement over time

IV. Outcomes Report (limit to 2 pages)

a. Describe the progress in planning and implementation of assessment strategies that has been made in this last assessment cycle
b. Provide a summary of the results obtained (perhaps in tabular form in the appendix if necessary) and an evaluation as to what that evidence suggests, including both strengths and weaknesses noted in student learning.  Connect your results to specific learning outcomes as defined earlier in your report

c. Indicate how this information has been shared or used

d. Specify any changes that were made as a result of your assessment findings such as changes in content, instructional delivery methods, assessment strategies, etc., and how those changes will be evaluated

e. Give your recommendations and next steps for improving student learning

V. Latest Course Syllabus (attached; not part of 4-page maximum)

a. The syllabus must include relevant GEC expected learning outcomes along with a statement as to how the course helps students achieve those goals and objective.
