1. Introductions & curricular review process
· Introductions
· Addition of Open Option when GEC became GE enabled creation of 2 new GE categories: Education Abroad and Service Learning. 
· The three proposals that are up for review today already have Service Learning status obtained through the Service Learning Roundtable.
· A GE Service Learning course needs to have a very specific assessment plan. 
· When we review courses in this Panel, the Panel will solely look at the GE status—not question the course itself or its S status. 
· One should be careful to distinguish course goals from GE goals.
2. English 4567S (existing Service-Learning course requesting GE Service-Learning status) 
· Panel looks over GE rationale: Perfect fit for this GE category. 
· GE assessment plan: Very balanced plan (focus on both the students and the community partners).
· Daly, Berry, unanimously approved

3. Soc 2211S (existing Service-Learning course requesting GE Service-Learning status) 
· This course has existed since 2009.
· Members look at GE rationale and GE assessment plan. Relation of course to expected learning outcome #1 is not obvious in the explanation provided by the faculty but acceptable when the whole package is taken into consideration.
· The end-of-course assignment does not have a very clear link with the rubric. The link may not be as clear, but it is still there. The prompts target the three expected learning outcomes, though not in an obvious manner.
· Recommendation to line up end-of-course assignment instructions with three expected learning outcomes to make assessment easier. That is, map the writing prompt to assessment rubric more clearly.
· On syllabus: Request to add GE goals and ELOs with explanation on how these are fulfilled in the course.
· There is one prereq. This is not an issue—as long as there are not many prereqs, the course is not restricted to a specific major etc.
· Daly, Ahlqvist, unanimously approved (recommendations in italics above)
4. Geography 5200S (existing Service-Learning course requesting GE Service-Learning status)

· Open to non-majors; for both undergraduates and graduates.
· Many majors come to Geography late.
· Course has been S since 2009. The non-S class has a different end-of-course assignment & no field visits. The lectures and labs are the same. 
· P. 2 of the syllabus refers to Spring 2011 and mentions Geography 580. Likewise the syllabus refers to “quarters” (e.g., p. 3).

· In grading scale, F should be replaced with E.
· In the words of one of the panel members, “The proposal is admirably clear and blessedly brief.”
· Burry, Daly, approved with one abstention (recommendations in italics above)
