1. Approval of 3-28-13 minutes 
· Floreman, Vasey, unanimously approved 
2. Chinese 5106.51 (new course)  
· p. 2: Point 1: “Students will ‘prepare’ an academic article related to their research.”: What is really meant is “select an academic article.”

· p. 4: Typo “lesson the workload”: should read “lessen”.
· Kerler, Vasey, unanimously approved (points in italics will be communicated as recommendations)
3. Psychology 5610 (new course) 
· Every campus is checked off. This is Dept of Psychology standard approach. Ask dept whether this is intentional. Both Lima and Newark offer full Bachelor’s degree so it is conceivable that they could offer the course. Other regional campuses do not have the full undergraduate degree. Ask Alisa Paulsen or Tom Nygren which campuses should be checked off.

4. Theatre 5922S (new course) 
· The course is in the process of being reviewed by the Service Learning roundtable for S designation.
· Subsidy level should be doctoral.

5. Film Studies 7001 (new course) 
· Two syllabi are submitted because this is a topics course.
· Question about number. Why not 5000-level course? This is their second course at the graduate level (the first one is FS 7000). We will ask them if they had rather submit this as a 5000-level course (to have guaranteed audience: U & G).
· Braumoeller, Vasey, unanimously approved
6. GIS Comparative Literature (11:30am: guest: Barry Shank) 

· GIS is different from Graduate Minor. It requires course work from at least 2 programs. 
· Audience: It will be a small group of students. This will allow students to get some training in comparative literature at the graduate level. There is, of course, no Comparative Literature Department at the university, but many faculty were trained in comparative literature.

· The Advisory Board for the GIS will make sure that students do indeed take 9 credits in another department. 
· The program is mainly for doctoral students.

· Q: Do those 12 hours count toward 80 hours for doctorate degree? A: Yes.

· Q: What about students wanting to do this post-candidacy? They are full-time at 3 credits. A: Budgetary commitment would be there if any students would want to exceed 3 credits in order to complete this GIS post-candidacy. This budget issue applies to all Graduate Interdisciplinary Specialties. The issue is partly an advising issue. The Advisory Board should maybe encourage students to complete the GIS before candidacy—or maybe delay candidacy.

· P. 4: Requirement 3: one approved comparative literature graduate seminar: concern about limited number of graduate comparative literature seminars. E.g, AFAM 7756: Could be about non comparative literature topic. The approach could be in social sciences, for example. Q: Could this requirement be hard to meet at time? A: Each course would be approved by the GIS advisor to make sure that the course is appropriate. This AFAM course was put in the proposal to illustrate that “comparative literature” is not strictly understood as limited to national boundaries. It is unlikely that there should be too many instances of students taking a course that is not a comparative literature course. The definition of “comparative literature” is here understood in broad terms (as opposed to the more traditional understanding of a comparative literature course as needing at least 2 languages).
· As the Dept moves to implementation, it would be useful to gather the DGS’s of all the interested departments so that they become aware of the GIS and understand the requirements of the program.
