3. Freshman Seminars report  

· The report will be presented to the Provost to determine if there is still interest in offering Freshman Seminars. There has been an interest in the past to continue offering these seminars because they are good tools for recruiting. 

· The seminars are offered through Arts & Sciences. Ten students must enroll in the seminar for it to be offered or it is cancelled. Arts & Sciences receives the revenue from these courses. 
· Many students have room in their schedules to add the hour seminar because most freshmen do not take 18 credit hours which is the max. Students seem to not want to take courses that do not count towards a requirement. The only reason to take a freshman seminar is because the topic is interesting. 

· More have been cancelled recently than when they first started being offered. Renewed support by upper administration might help rejuvenate the program.  
· STEP and Freshman Seminars will likely compete for the same faculty. 

· Undergraduate teaching needs to be viewed as important at this university.  
· Other universities have larger freshman seminar programs. At other universities not all instructors are faculty.  
· Instructors are not provided large amounts of money for the amount of work. There are many opportunities to work with a small number of students and get paid for a regular course. 
· Share report with ULAC to discuss high impact practices.

4. International Studies BS (return)--Guest: Tony Mughan (8:45AM)
· This is the same proposal that was brought to ASCC in the spring but this one includes 6 specified minors. Discussions have been ongoing about what other minors might be added that would be appropriate. Economics, Computer Science, and Research Methods are three that are being considered. Other minors could be added if there is interest from students. 
· The proposal suggests that the minors are offered only by units that offer only BS major programs. However, the GIS minor is offered through Geography which offers both BS and BA degrees. The same is true for Economics. This may just be wording that needs to be adjusted to say that minors come from areas where a BS is offered not just units that only offer BS degrees. 
· A Data Analysis course is required within the major for a BS degree. If the student has a minor that doesn’t have Data Analysis where is he or she getting it? Data Analysis has to be included. 

· Deborah Haddad and Tony Mughan will work on adding this requirement.

5. Microbiology BS revision  

· Changes will give students more options to fulfill prerequisites and does not change the major itself.

6. Linguistics Minor revision  

· Discussion by A&H panel about removal of LING 3191: Internship in Linguistics but seems as though there is adequate opportunity  for students to get the experience by taking take the Service Learning course LING 4601S. 
· LING 4400 is stated as “Semantics” on page 1 and on the advising sheet it is “Linguistic Meaning.” 

· A&H Panel letter, Vaessin, unanimously approved with the following contingency 
· Change “Two Elective Linguistics Courses” to “Three Elective Linguistics Courses” on the minor advising sheet to reflect the 15 credit hour requirement. 

7. Architectural Studies Minor (new)
·  Already been approved by CAA. The panel approved the non-ASC minor for ASC students but at some point this will no longer be needed. 
· At this point, in order for a minor to count for ASC students it has to be approved by ASCC. In about a month this will go away. Any minor that is approved will be university wide and will have to be accepted by any unit. The standards for minors are being set the same as ASC minors but they will not come to ASCC to be approved. 
· There are 2 courses that are at the 2000 level and the rest are all 4000 and 5000 level courses. 
· There are actually very few prerequisites for those upper level courses.

9. Distance Learning review--Guests: Diane Dagefoerde and Mike Kaylor 

· The technical review rubric will be a work in progress. The committee needs to vote on the broad idea. 
· Sociology 3597.01 was reviewed by the SBS panel and Diane and Mike reviewed the technical rubric that has been developed. 

· The panel makes the final decision on course approval based on the report received from ASC Tech and the curriculum review. The tech office is helping to determine if the technology aspect of the course is appropriate. The panels want to make sure that students are getting the same content. 
· It will be recommended to instructors that if their course is 50% or more distance learning that they check the box in curriculum.osu.edu. Fifty percent is based on a combination of factors like the materials used, interactions by students, and exams. 

· Courses are seen by A-Deans first and they can review the course and determine if a panel would want to review it.  
· ASC Tech is only involved if the box is checked. 

· Technical review 
· ASC Tech wants to ensure the course is successful and will provide resources to instructors. 

· Tech will work with faculty and complete the rubric. The goal is to talk with faculty early in the process so that the rubric is mostly marked yes and yes with revision. 
· The instructor would ideally reach out to ASC Tech before submission. If not, once submitted, tech will reach out to the instructor. 
· Consider budgets and how programs will continue to be supported in the future.  

· In curriculum.osu.edu it would helpful when an instructor checks the box to have something pop up that says to contact your college’s tech support. 
· What proposals should include is outlined in a draft document “Recommended Syllabus Elements for Distance Learning Courses.”  
· When the course is a GE course (#5) it would be beneficial to talk to faculty to see how technology services could offer ideas on how to facilitate GE assessment. 

· For #14 (Academic Misconduct) add expectations for a distance learning environment including what is and is not permitted. 
· Work with faculty who have taught these courses to come up with boilerplate text. 
· The additional elements (information on where online students can get help for other types of student issues and how to access those support services) for #14 should be added to the template as an additional point #16.
