· ECON 3900.01S unanimously approved 
· CRP 2110S/CRP 2110H was not approved by the Service Learning Initiative and therefore could not be approved for the Service Learning GE category. The Panel recommended that the proposer consider resubmitting the course for a different GE category. 

· SBS 

· Public Affairs 4060 Senior Leadership Seminar unanimously approved with contingencies 
· Increase meeting time for a 3-credit course or reduce the course to 2 credit hours to meet the Ohio Board of Regents guidelines. 

· Obtain concurrences from FAES and Business  
· There is a course in FAES that is similar to this course 

· One individual committee member expresses the idea that Leadership does not belong to any particular college at OSU and therefore concurrence seems more appropriate as a recommendation than a contingency. As a contingency, it seems as though they must receive concurrence for the course to move forward. 

· Response: 

· If a concurrence is not received it does not stop the course from moving through the approval process. The issue would be noted and resolved at OAA. 

· The John Glenn School does not have its own curriculum committee and therefore all of their courses come through ASCC.
· Leadership minor was declined by ASC in the past. Moving forward, ASC will no longer have veto power over other college minors. FAES changed the minor and asked ASC departments to provide courses that would fit well within the minor. There is still a discussion about an interdisciplinary major in Leadership that would be developed and housed at OAA. 

· Assessment 

· Courses to submit GE course assessment reports have been selected for the Cultures & Ideas and VPA GE categories. 

· Chairs of departments were asked to provide a representative to attend a meeting to discuss report requirements. The meetings are being scheduled now.  

· Report requirements for course reports were made more concise and will be added to the ASCCAS Manual. 


· New assessment expectation for newly proposed GE courses or existing courses with a new GE status.
· After the first 2 offerings of a course the unit is expected to submit a brief assessment report to ensure that the assessment plan has been implemented. This will not require extra work when proposing the course but will be stated in the manual. 
· Need to increase awareness. Each term units are sent an email with a list of GE courses being taught for that term. A statement could be added to that email to remind units that GE courses are supposed to have ongoing assessment with a link to the ASCCAS website. 
· Expectations for assessment reports are being provided but the actual methods used for assessment is up to the unit and the instructors. The methods used will be different from department to department.
· Rubrics are being developed to make assessment reporting easier. The rubrics are directly tied to the GE expected learning outcomes. 
· The rubrics are a reporting mechanism. They do not specify the exact data to collect. The instructors determine the direct and indirect measures to use. 
· Communication regarding the GE program and assessment needs to improve. The office of undergraduate research is creating a web page specifically for general education. It needs to be conveyed that when submitting a course for approval for a GE status you are asking to be part of the GE program and in order to serve the function of the general education program there is a responsibility to fulfill the expected outcomes. 

3. Revisions to Italian Minor and Major (Janice Aski) 
· Changes to the Minor:

· Students must take It 2102, or a 3000-level course, and at least one 4000 level course or above (taught in the Italian language on the OSU campus - i.e. not study abroad)
· Up to 3 credits of 2193/2194 or 5193 and up to 6 credits of 5194 may be counted toward the minor provided that they are taught in the Italian language.
· The removal of the UG thesis (4999[H]).
· Changes to the Major:

· Students must take It 2102, or a 3000-level course, and at least two 4000 level courses or above (taught in the Italian language on the OSU campus - i.e. not study abroad).
· Up to 3 credits of 2193 or 5193 and up to 6 credits of 2194 or 5194 may be counted toward the major provided that they are taught in the Italian language.
· Up to 3 credits of 4998 (or 4998H) or up to 9 credits of 4999 (or 4999H) may be counted toward the major.
· Students may count one course taught in the English language (2051, 2052, 2053, 2054, 2055, 5051, and any course at the 7000- and 8000-level) toward the major.

· Research and Thesis in the major 
· 3 credit hours for non-thesis research or 9 credits to write an undergraduate thesis. This was changed to align with French.  

· Seems like a lot of credit hours toward one project instead of taking regular coursework. 
· 9 credit hours are not required. The expectation is that it would get done in 6 credit hours. 

· Students may be more interested in doing a thesis with this flexibility.
· Italian 2102 is still required but was not made clear in the letter

· Italian 2193 and 5193 are for letter grades and not s/u. 
· Panel Letter, Yerkes, approved (1 abstention)  

4. Revisions to History of Art BA (Guest: Andrew Shelton)
· Changes: adding a senior research seminar; allowing up to two 2000/3000-level courses rather than requiring three 2000-level courses; restructuring of the distribution requirements.

· The senior seminar is the ideal venue to enhance research skills for those students planning on going to graduate school.  
· Most 2000 level courses are GE courses. Peer institutions have a limit on the number of introductory courses a student in the major can take. This change will give students more opportunity to do upper level work. 
· Prerequisites for 3000-5000 level courses are usually 2000 level courses and are not generally enforced. Many faculty did not feel that it would be difficult to teach upper level courses to students who had not taken the lower level courses. 
· Advising sheet was modified and states that specific courses (HA2301, HA2901, HA3521, HA3601, HA3611, HA3901) cannot count towards the major because they are geared toward a more general audience. 
· Panel Letter, Stetson, unanimously approved 

5. Revisions to Philosophy Minor 
· Substitute the requirement of one 5000-level course or above, for one course at the 3300 level or above.
· Panel Letter, Stetson, unanimously approved 


6. Curriculum Map – Steve Fink 

· New course proposals will be expected to show where the course fits in the curriculum map. This was discussed at the APAC meeting and the Health Sciences already require this to be done. Other units ask for the proposal to tell where the course fits but do not actually link it on the map.
· Curriculum.osu.edu will not be updated with this information anytime soon but ASC can find a way to start this now. When courses are submitted they will be asked to also provide their updated curriculum map. 

· A memo to all chairs will go out before starting this process.
