AGENDA:
1. Political Science 2400 (GE Soc Science--Organizations and Polities; request to make 100% distance learning) 

· This course has already been taught as a distance learning course. 
· Mike Taylor goes over rubric results (see completed rubric): 1-5 are definite “yes.” 6-11 have recommendations. 
· #7 relates to features like pacing, intros, and outros; recommendation is for the faculty member’s benefit.

· #11: ODEE is working with major student support services on campus to make sure that student services can be available from a distance in the future.

· For existing courses that are currently offered with a distance learning component but were never vetted for DL status, maybe we can use self-evaluations. Guidelines have not been developed yet.
· How does one prevent academic misconduct on-line? 
· A: There are ways to proctor exams (e.g, camera; go to a testing center; learning analytics: i.e., analysis of responses can tell if it the same person has been completing assignments). In Carmen, students merely have to log in. There are also time limits in Carmen.
· This is a university problem and it should be addressed at that level. 
· Maybe issues of cheating/academic misconduct should be added as a question to the ASC Tech rubric.

· One can also change the type of assignments: focus more on reflective assignments rather than memorization.

· Maybe ASC Tech will start polling faculty about how they change the assignments for DL versions.

· Concern about student engagement and faculty engagement. Data should be collected overtime to look at efficiency of DL instruction.
· In the case of Political Science 2400, the course is offered from a distance because the faculty member will not be present in Columbus. Q: When is it acceptable for a faculty not to be present on campus and teach a course from a distance with the help of technology? Maybe this should be a departmental decision (not a college decision).
· Perhaps departments should be encouraged to start collecting data on student performance, comparing in-class vs DL offerings of the course.

Feedback to dept about Political Science 2400: those are all recommendations (not contingencies).

· On both syllabi, replace references to “GEC” with “GE.”
· On both syllabi, specify the GE Social Science sub-category, namely “Organizations and Polities.”
· On both syllabi, add grading scale.

· On both syllabi, add short paragraph under the GE expected learning outcomes explaining (for the students) how this course will fulfill the 3 ELOs.

· On-line syllabus: extra credit short paper: provide more specifics about points (indeed, students would likely wish to know more details about the extra credit option).

· Participation: it counts for 25% of the grade in the in-class version, but for the DL version it is limited to online discussions that earn extra credit. Encourage department/faculty to work with ASC Tech to translate participation in a DL environment.
· Address ASC Tech recommendations (e.g., add support URLs).
