1. Political Science 4250/4250H (new course; requesting GE Social Science-Organizations and Polities and GE Global Studies)  
· Add GE goals on syllabi. The Expected Learning Outcomes are already included, but the goals need to be included as well.
· McMahon, Lam, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics)
2. Political Science 4920/4920H (new course)  
· Include due dates for assignments in schedule. For example, no date is currently given for final paper in 4920 syllabus.
· Lam, McMahon, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics)
3. Political Science 4123 (new course; requesting GE Social Science-Organizations and Polities and GE Historical Study)  
· Syllabus p. 2: includes an incomplete goal for GE Social Sciences and does not say which GE Social Science subcategory is requested.
· Schedule: Weeks 14 & 15 list student presentations. However, these are not referenced elsewhere in the syllabus. What are these presentations? (They may be the presentations of the political strategy memos, but this is not explained anywhere.) Do these presentations count as part of the grade? 
· What is the due date for the political strategy memo? It would be useful to include it in the schedule. 
· GE Assessment plan should be focused on learning outcomes of requested GE categories not on course goals.
· McMahon, Lam, approved with one contingency (in bold) (and three recommendations in italics)
4. International Studies 3450 (new course) 
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu has “freshman” (among others) checked off for intended rank. Freshmen are probably not the target/intended population for this course. Recommendation to uncheck that box.
· P. 3.of syllabus. Statement: “Instead of having quizzes, you will write several microthemes over the course of the semester [. . .].” Since the schedule lists three microthemes, Panel suggests that the statement above be more specific and actually say, “Instead of having quizzes, you will write three microthemes over the course of the semester [. . . ].”
· Replace F with E in grading scale. F is not a grade at OSU.
· McMahon, Lam, unanimously approved (with three recommendations in italics)
5. Psychology 1300 (new course) 

· Course will not be offered on main campus. The present syllabus is for Marion, but the course will be available for scheduling on other regional campuses.
· Remove D- from grading scale. D- is not a grade at OSU.
