· There are attempts to add diversity (esp. in the rationale p. 4). However, the schedule is not compelling and the assignments do not pertain to diversity in an obvious manner. On the other hand, the discussion questions address diversity (but the discussion seems to be tagged on at the end). In sum, there seems to be slight disconnect between the content of the course (not essentially focused on diversity) and the way they will talk about the course content (includes diversity component). 

· Assessment plan should reflect semester GE language (Historical Study & Diversity, both categories). Implement this for next batch of courses.

· P. 1 of syllabus: under the expected learning outcomes for GE Historical Study and under the expected learning outcomes for GE Diversity-Social Diversity in the United States: paragraph is needed to explain how the course fulfills the GE Historical Study expected learning outcomes and how the course fulfills the GE Diversity-Social Diversity in the United States expected learning outcomes.
· P. 3: Five short papers: The explanation then mentions “nine short response papers.” This is likely a typo. Please adjust.

· Is final cumulative?
