1. Approval of 10-15-13 minutes  
· Sanders, Parsons, unanimously approved 
2. Philosophy 1337 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas; return)  
· Recommendation: Direct assessment is still somewhat too much about assessing students rather than the course. Furthermore, it might be challenging to look at all blog posts overtime. Might it be easier to pick x number of students randomly? A sample would be sufficient and would make the work easier on the faculty member (instead of looking at all the students). 
· Aski, Sanders, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics)
3. Spanish 3413 (new course)  
· Recommendation: Put quizzes in explanation of assignments and possibly in the weekly schedule.
· Sanders, Aski, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics)
4. Chinese 5387 (new course)  
· Ask for concurrence from Linguistics. 
· ASCCAO to adjust the form in curriculum.osu.edu to indicate that Chinese 5380 is a prerequisite (not a corequisite).
· Recommendation: Replace F with E in grading scale.
· Aski, Sanders, approved with one contingency (in bold above) (and one recommendation in italics)
5. Architecture 2300/2300E; Landscape Architecture 2300/2300E (requesting GE Cultures and Ideas)  
· Request to add GE Cultures and Ideas to the courses: This course has great potential, but the link with the GE Cultures and Ideas category is not made explicit:

· It does not seem that the list of topics on p. 5 links to the expected learning outcomes of Cultures and Ideas. 

· The readings and papers do not address the expected learning outcomes of Cultures and Ideas. 

· Discussion of culture is not obvious in the weekly schedule. 

· Point 3 at bottom of p. 1 (repeated on p. 5) seems more linked to the Social Sciences than the Humanities. 

· Old GEC language appears on the syllabus and at the top of the GE rationale. Under semesters, there is no longer an overarching Arts and Humanities category with its own goals and expected learning outcomes. 
The goals and expected learning outcomes for GE Cultures and Ideas should be exclusively:

Goals:
Students evaluate significant cultural phenomena and ideas in order to develop capacities for aesthetic and historical response and judgment; and interpretation and evaluation.

Expected Learning Outcomes:
1. Students analyze and interpret major forms of human thought, culture, and expression.

2. Students evaluate how ideas influence the character of human beliefs, the perception of reality, and the norms which guide human behavior.

· Assessment plan pertains to assessing student learning of the course content not assessing whether the course fulfills the expected learning outcomes of the requested GE category. Please provide GE assessment plan. 

6. Linguistics 5050 (new course)  
· Why a 1-credit option? It appears that students taking the course for 1 credit would not need to complete any of the assignments. Since this is a hands-on class, why attend the course without doing the exercises? Could such students at least have two assignments? 
· Request to add the readings to the schedule. What are the readings within each unit?
7. Classics 3404 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Diversity—Global Studies)  
· Discussion about the paragraph on the syllabus that explains how the course fulfills the expected learning outcomes of the 2 requested GE categories. The discussion for the 2 categories is combined, which makes the explanation somewhat difficult to follow. However, Panel decides that this is acceptable.
· Aski, Fletcher, unanimously approved 
8. Italian Minor—Revision  
· J. Aski goes over the proposed changes. The Panel agrees with all the changes.
· Parsons, Sanders, unanimously approved
9. Italian Major—Revision  
· J. Aski goes over the proposed changes. The Panel agrees with all the changes.

· Sanders, Parsons, unanimously approved
10. Revision to the History of Art BA 
· The proposed changes are: (1) adding a senior research seminar; (2) allowing up to 2 2000/3000-level courses rather than requiring 3 2000-level courses; (3) restructuring of the distribution requirements.
