· Aski, Sanders, unanimously approved

· Remove D- in grading scale as it is not a grade at OSU.
· How many extra-curricular activities do students need to attend to obtain 5%?
· [Discussion about whether bibliography of the text read is needed. Also p. 1 mentions that reference texts need to be consulted on a regular basis, but the syllabus does not specify when/under what circumstances. Panel agrees these points are OK.
· Discussion about whether on p.2, the 2 points lost per unexcused absence refer to 2 percentage points. Panel agrees that is the case and syllabus is clear enough.]
· The Panel agrees that this course can be approved as such with the 2 recommendations in italics above. However, the Panel will hold off advancing the course for now as there is some overlap between materials taught in 4550 and 5520 and the Panel has some concern about undergraduate students being able to take both courses (see minutes on 5520 below). In case SPPO wishes to revise 4550 as the Dept is working on addressing the issues in 5510, 5520, and 5530, the course is not advanced for now.

Please clarify. If the course is indeed a topics course, Panel will wish to see 2 sample syllabi (a requirement for topics courses).

· The rationale for the course number change states the following, “Because of the overlap between the content and goals of 4551 and 4552 we will withdraw the latter.” The Panel believes this should read, “Because of the overlap between the content and goals of 4551 and 4552 we will withdraw both.”
6. German 3254H (return—new course; requesting GE VPA and GE Global Studies)  
· GE VPA rationale: This course is different from other currently approved GE VPA courses. The proposal at hand does not make clear that the course will include in-depth analyses of Film as an art form, like other GE VPA courses using film, which typically focus on the technical aspects of film rather than ‘representation’ (e.g. of historical events).  Good examples to look at include Italian 2055 “Mafia Movies” and French 2801 “Classics of French Cinema”. In addition to clarifying the GE rationale document for the requested VPA status, the faculty member might also wish to include such a focus on the theoretical and technical aspects of film studies in the weekly schedule (in the syllabus). If desired, the faculty member could also include critical readings pertaining to the art of film. That way, it will be clear that films are more than a medium to discuss the ‘representation’ of the Holocaust but that the focus will be on film techniques and how these create meaning.
· Make GE assessment plans for both VPA and Diversity—Global Studies clearly about GE. While both documents do mention assessing learning outcomes, the plans seem to refer as much to course learning outcomes as GE learning outcomes. Please make sure that each plan solely focuses on GE learning outcomes. Remove language referring to course goals. For each requested GE category, take each GE expected learning outcome (ELO) and explain how the faculty member will assess that the course fulfills that particular ELO. 
7. Linguistics 5050 (return—new course)  
· Questions and concerns of Panel have been addressed

8. Spanish 4568 (new course)  
· Conversation about Catalan language course not being able to count as prerequisite. Course is taught in Spanish and will be part of the major. For the same reason, this course should not be offered under the “Catalan” course listing but is properly offered under the “Spanish” course listing.
· ASCCAO will ask clarification about whether Spanish 3450 or 3450H (450 or 450H) is a prerequisite solely or can also be taken concurrently.
