· Q: Will courses be limited to the Data Analytics major or will these be open to everyone? A: There are no restrictions at this point. These courses will not count in other degree programs so there might not be much of a demand anyway. There is no undergraduate major in Statistics yet—so that limits access. However, if there is ever an undergraduate Statistics major, there might be demand. Some courses might be appropriate as technical electives in mechanical engineering major.
· At this point, there are no exclusions relative to the existing Statistics courses.

· ASCCAO to add that information in prerequisite/corequisite box is strictly “prereq.”
· ASCCAO to add “or permission of instructor” for prereqs of 3202, 3301, 3302, 3303, and 4620.
· Statistics 3202: 4 credits due to recitation.

· Statistics 3201 and 3202 are slated to be taught next year (AU14 & SP15).Statistics 3301 should be taught in AU15.Statistics 3302 should be taught in SP16. Statistics 3303 and 4620 should be taught in second or third year.
· New hires will be needed.
