2. EEOB 3498 (return; new course) 
· The lab rationale is not clearly explained. It would be better to have clear breakdown of formal instruction vs. lab time. That being said, the syllabus indicates that lectures amount to 3 credit hours per week. The lab meets for 3 hours every week and students have to come up with lab topics themselves. Panel is satisfied that this course is indeed worth 4 semester credit hours.
· Recommendation: Form in curriculum.osu.edu: Update “course component”—it should be “lecture” & “lab.” It should not say “independent study.” 
· Craigmile, von Frese, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics)
3. EEOB 5911 (new course) 
· Recommendation: Form in curriculum.osu.edu: “never” off campus? Should likely say “always.” 
· There is one OSU instructor and one Northern Illinois University instructor. This is basically the same course as the one offered at Northern Illinois University.
· Von Frese, Craigmile, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics)
4. Astronomy 1101 (return; new course requesting GE Natural Science—Physical Science) 
· Revision addresses the concerns of the Panel.
· It is likely that 1000-level courses in Astronomy would be taken by a variety of student ranks, from freshmen to seniors.
