1. Approval of 8-26-13 minutes 
· von Frese, Valco, unanimously approved
 

2. Math 4350 (new course)  
· Prerequisite is fairly low (basic calculus). Perhaps neuroscience graduate students can take the course, and that is why the course is at the 4000-level. 
· The concurrence covers the Neuroscience program. Dept of Neuroscience (College of Medicine) has similar courses. Ask John Bruno if his letter covers the COM as well.

· von Frese, Craigmile, approved with one contingency (specified in bold above)
3. Anthropology 3211 (requesting GE Natural Science-Biological Science) 
· The biological content of the course is not evident. Eight lectures are related to biology and everything else is not related to biological science. (One could make a case that the course covers as much physical science as biological science.) 
· Expected learning outcome #2 of GE Natural Science—Biological Science is not at all addressed, namely: “Students understand key events in the development of science and recognize that science is an evolving body of knowledge.” 
· Explain how all four expected learning outcomes for GE Natural Science—Biological Science are addressed in the lectures. Provide appropriate details from the lectures.

· The GE assessment plan submitted is not about the GE. It should very specifically target the four expected learning outcomes for GE Natural Science—Biological Science. Direct and/or indirect measure should specifically link to those outcomes. · Request to ask for letter of support from the Center for Life Sciences Education.
· There are no advanced math requirements for the course (so would not be for BS students)
4. Biology 1109 (return; new course requesting GE Natural Science--Biological Science status) 
· Has been offered under 102/1102, but this course is totally different from the proposed 1109.
· As approved for semester conversion, Biology 1102 deals with the following topics:  “Exploration of human biology; topics include structure and physiological function, reproduction and development, genetics and disease, ecology, and evolution.” These do not match the content of the proposed new course 1109. Therefore, Biology 1109 is a new course.
· If the course is approved, it would also be taught by other faculty, including faculty on regional campuses. The qualifications and understanding of the topic by the submitting faculty are not questioned by the reviewing faculty panel. This panel is only considering the course as a curricular proposal that will be taught by a variety of faculty.
· Show how sustainability would be covered by any instructor. Clarify how the different topics will be offered across different instructors.
· Suggestion: Maybe textbook should be made mandatory. This would be a way to bring uniformity to the various offerings of the course in the future (by various faculty). Without a textbook, how can CLSE ensure that the learning objectives are met across various instructors, campuses, etc.? 
· If the course is approved, it will be a BA-only GE Natural Science--Biological Science course. If the submitting faculty believes the course should carry GE Natural Science—Biological Science credit for both BA and BS students, evidence to that effect needs to be submitted. 
· Request concurrences from (1) FAES, (2) Fisher College of Business, and/or (3) College of Engineering.
· Is the title too general? Title should probably be more restrictive. Concern that the course is too broad. With a broad title, one needs to gather concurrences from a broad swath of units. 
 

5. EEOB 3498 (new course)  
· The course is an independent study with assigned lab time. This is a bit confusing. Request to clarify.
· Panel believes this should be a 3-cr hr course. If unit wants course to be 4 credits, clear justification is needed. See credit hour explanation on Ohio Board of Regents’ website: https://www.ohiohighered.org/calendar-conversion/definition and http://regents.ohio.gov/actions/documents/2010/Dir2010-016.pdf 
· Provide clarification about how elementary statistical analysis is incorporated in the course.
6. EEOB 4420H (course change; credit hours increase)  
· The justification for credit change is provided and valid.
· Craigmile, von Frese, unanimously approved 

7. Computational Science Minor (return) 

· Main ASC advising sheet still needs to be adjusted. ASCCAS will adjust that.
· One Earth Sciences course was added.
· ASCCAS will accept track changes so that clean copy moves on to CAA.
