1. AAAS 5485.03 (new course) 
· This is a prerequisite for the AAAS 5798.03 study abroad course. 
· As a dual degree course it is offered to undergraduate and graduate students. 
· Since the course is a 5000 level course it has already been vetted by an ASCC Panel. 
· Concurrence from Spanish & Portuguese was received.  

· Different criteria are allowed for undergrad and graduate students but it is not required. If different criteria are not specified it is assumed that the criteria are the same. 
· Vasey, Turro, unanimously approved with a recommendation 
· Change “quarters” mentioned in the syllabus (pg 4) to semesters. 
2. AAAS 5798.03 (new course) 
· Guidelines for assessing credit hours were created and are in the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Services manual. 
· Subsidy level is stated as Doctorate to indicate the highest level. Subsidy is adjusted to the actual level of the students. 

· The course is decimalized because the department has other study abroad courses and there is a move away from the umbrella study abroad number that has been used in the past. It needs to have its own number to go through the review process. 
· Judd, Braumoeller, unanimously approved 
3. EEOB 5911 (new course)
· Rationale for credit allotment provided is based on 17 days including travel. 

· McDonald, Braumoeller, unanimously approved 
4. Speech and Hearing Sciences 6742.01 (course change), 6742.02 (new course), and 6742.03 (new course)  
· Expanding content. Separating one course into three courses. 
· Practicum hours

· The Board of Regents has clear guidelines for assigning hours for practicums. A student must be working at a practicum site 7 hours a week for 1 credit hour. 
· Currently trying to determine if other colleges that have more practicum courses follow these guidelines. 

· This is a hybrid course with both lecture and practicum. If guidelines need to be strictly followed these courses can be reviewed again. 

· In Psychology the credit hours allotted for a practicum course take into consideration the amount of work that needs to be put in by the students for preparation and follow up. This course does not provide much information regarding the outside work that will be required. 
· ASC is looking into practicum hours more generally and may consider asking for more information regarding the work expected outside of class time up front before it goes to a committee for review in the future.
· Judd, Turro, unanimously approved 
5. Psychology 8880 (new course) 
· There is a new emphasis on decision Psychology and this course is keeping up with the field for students focusing in this area. 

· Grading basis for this course is a letter grade but it seems more like an s/u course because it is hard to understand where the grade would be coming from.  
· Students would be taking this every semester.
· Braumoellor, Kerler, unanimously approved 
6. Classics 7895 (new course) 
· Repeatable three times for a maximum of 9 credit hours. 

· When a course is repeatable we usually ask for 2 sample syllabi to see that they are substantially different. Only one syllabus is provided. 
· Braumoellor, McDonald, unanimously approved with a recommendation 
· Adjust weekly schedule to reflect the 14 week semester. Currently there are only 13 weeks listed. 

7. Theatre 5310 (new course)  
· Braumellor, Vasey, unanimously approved with a recommendation to reiterate the recommendation made by the ASCC A&H Panel. 
· Three quizzes are mentioned in the grading scale but only two quizzes are in the weekly schedule. 

8. Catalan 5501 (new course)  & Catalan 5502 (new course) 
· Have been reviewed by an undergraduate curriculum panel. 
· Learning goals are not reasonable even for native speakers. There will never be 100% accuracy. 
· Midterm tests include classroom reading and reading. The differences between the two are not clear.  
·  Kerler, Braumoeller, unanimously approved with recommendations 
· Revise the language of the expected learning outcomes on the syllabus to be more achievable.  

· Clarify the content of the midterm exam (particularly the readings). 
9. Chinese 5387 (new course)  
· Judd, Vasey, unanimously approved 
10. Psychology 8881 (new course)   
· The course meets once a week which is standard for this type of course in Psychology.  
· Kerler, McDonald, unanimously approved 
11. Psychology 6820 (new course) 
· Lots of quantitative work is being done in Psychology. 

·  Concurrence was received from Statistics
· If a course receives a non-concurrence it does not stop the approval process. The course moves on to OAA which makes the final decision. 
· Attendance is 10% of the grade. Grading attendance is up to the instructor.  
· Judd, Turro, unanimously approved 
12. Psychology 6822 (new course)
· Topic has been taught as a special topics course in the Communication department. This should not be a problem in the future. The special topics course may just need to make a slight change to the title.
