AGENDA: 
· History 3620 “Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, and Transgender History in the United States, 1940-2003”: This course was approved with contingencies by the Arts and Humanities Panel on 3/28/14. Prompted by a comment from D. Moddelmog in her concurrence from Sexuality Studies, the Dept of History has now asked whether it is acceptable to replace “2003” with “the present” in the course title and description. The course was last taught in 2003, hence the cut-off year. However, much has happened since then and it would be preferable to bring the course up to date. The Panel approves this request. 
1. Approval of 3-28-14 minutes 

· Aski, Sanders, unanimously approved
2. Spanish 5501.10 and Spanish 5501.20 (new courses; return)  
· Panel members still have concerns about these variable and repeatable courses being very broad umbrella courses under which a variety of courses can be taught. SPPO has not provided a clear overview of the types of courses that may be taught under those two numbers. On the other hand, the lack of specificity is probably done on purpose to allow the Department to have flexibility in its course offerings. In the past, students received independent study or study abroad 5797 credit for such courses, but there is now increased interest in (and a need to award greater visibility to) courses that pertain to AmerIndian Languages and Cultures. The only alternative to x193, 5797, or the broad umbrella courses that are being proposed is asking SPPO to create a new course for each new topic. This would be burdensome for this specialized area of study. 
· Aski, Sanders, unanimously approved
3. Changes to BS in Design major programs  

· The cover letter indicates that NASAD requests that the number of Art and Design History credits be increased from 6 to 12 (i.e. increase by 6 credits). However, when one looks at the current advising sheets (for Industrial Design, Interior Design, and Visual Communication Design), it would appear that anyone taking a “History of Art” course for the 2nd Historical Study GE slot already in effect takes 9 credit hours of Art and Design History. So in that case, only one course (3 credits) needs to be added to the major to reach the required 12 credits. Or is it perhaps the case that many students currently take a “History” course (not a History of Art course) to fulfill this slot? Alternatively, is it the case that NASAD requires a specific course for this slot? Could the Dept please clarify the proposal?

· For the “Open Option” slot on all three revised sheets, the text says “Choose one 3 credit hour course from History of Art 3000-level or above.” Is that any HoA 3000-level or above (with GE status or not) or any GE HoA 3000-level or above? The Panel assumes it is the latter but would like for the proposal to be clarified (this will make a difference for advising purposes).

· For the “Open Option” slot on all three revised sheets: For clarity, it might be useful to add a statement that another 3-credit hour course of the student’s choice still needs to be selected. One Panelist misunderstood that only one course now needed to be taken under Open Option.

· Aski, Parsons, unanimously approved with contingencies (listed in bold above)
4. Polish 3101 (new course)  

· Not Distance Learning course. It is a CIC course share and OSU is the recipient.
· The Department did not submit a curriculum map because it is not part of any major.
· Aski, Parsons, unanimously approved
5. History 4798.02 (new course; GE Historical Study and GE Diversity—Global Studies)  

· The Panel did not review this course yet; it is first necessary for the Department of History to obtain a concurrence from DEALL.
· Issue/Conversation: How can a Panel approve a course for GE status when it is taught by non-OSU faculty? How would they know what OSU’s GE expectations are?
· As indicated above, the Panel did not formally review this course. However, a few feedback comments were made so far, and it would be beneficial for the Department of History to take these into consideration before resubmitting the proposal: 

· Is this course requesting GE Education Abroad or not? Form in curriculum.osu.edu does not indicate so and there is no mention of this GE status anywhere else in the proposal except for p. 2 of the syllabus that says, “History 4798.02 may also satisfy the 2 open options for the GE as well as the Education Abroad Open Option GE.”

· Prereq on the form seems to be the standard prereq for all 4000-level History courses: “Prereq or concur: Any 3000-level History course, and English 1110.xx; or permission of instructor.” Note that anyone who has already taken a 3000-level History has already fulfilled one or two GE Historical Study GE requirements. Furthermore, p. 2 of the syllabus lists what seems to be another prereq: “All students are expected to have prepared for this three-week (sic) study tour by having taken at least one Humanities course in Chinese studies (History or DEALL) on the OSU campus in advance...” 
· If the course is approved for GE status, how will GE assessment happen since students take classes at East China Normal University (with presumably non-OSU faculty)? This point should be addressed in the GE assessment plan for the course. 

6. German 2798.02 (new course; requesting GE Education Abroad and GE Diversity—Global Studies) 

· This seems like a very interesting course and the course proposal is well put together. 

· Request that Dept of Germanic Languages and Literatures notify Department of History. Some of their students might be interested in taking the cours.e 

· Credit hours calculation potentially misinterprets the credit hours guidelines. Overall, the course seems to be worth much more than the requested 3 semester credit hours. 
· Provide curriculum map. 
· Aski, Sanders, unanimously approved (with 3 recommendations in italics above)
7. History 2720 (new course; requesting GE Historical Study) 

· The Panel did not review this course yet; it is first necessary for the Department of History to obtain concurrences from the following units: Astronomy, Anthropology, EEOB, and CFAES.
