However, the Department of Statistics granted concurrence for Political Science 3780 to be offered as a course without GE Data Analysis status.

A statistics course? The wording will need to be more specific.

· Is this a prerequisite only or can it also be a corequisite?

· Syllabus:

· Add “access to Carmen” under “required texts” section.

· Add standard statement on academic misconduct and statement about disability services.
· The schedule mentions a “first midterm” in week 7:2. Since there is only one midterm in the course, it might be best to remove “first” to avoid possible confusion.
