1. Approval of 3-6-14 minutes 
· Lam, Lin, unanimously approved
2. Information about distribution of class time on syllabi
· When the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual is revised over the summer, an item will be added to the required syllabus template elements (currently on p. 15 of the Manual). Each syllabus submitted as part of a new course request will need to include information on the number of contact hours and the format of the course (e.g., lecture, recitation, lab). That way, curricular panels will be able to assess that the Ohio Board of Regents credit hour guidelines are being followed.
3. Public Health 2010 (request to add GE Social Science—Individuals and Groups & GE Diversity—Global Studies) 
· Justification for both GE categories is strong.

· Recommendations:

· Add D and E in grading scale.
· Write statement about disability services in 16-point font.
· On p. 2 of syllabus, after the GE goals and expected learning outcomes add a statement/paragraph explaining how the course will fulfill the stated expected learning outcomes.

· Lin, Lam, unanimously approved (with 3 recommendations in italics above)
4. Public Health 2410 (request to add GE Social Science—Individuals and Groups)  
· Discussion: How is the course a social science course? Readings, assignments, topics are not social science-related.
· The course does not meet the expected learning outcomes for a GE Social Science—Individual and Groups course.  

· Lam, Lin, sent back
5. Public Health 3310 (request to add GE Diversity—Global Studies) 
· The topics provided in the course schedule are foremost process topics. Please provide more evidence/specific examples of how the GE Diversity--Global Studies (its expected learning outcomes) is covered in some of those words. Indeed, words like “biological agents”, “chemical agents”, “climate change” and others do not show how the course will focus on Global Studies. Will that aspect be addressed in the readings? Will global experts be brought in the classroom? Please explain.
· Syllabus: top of page 3: The paragraph that combines reworded GE learning outcomes and course goals needs to be replaced by the standard (boilerplate) GE goals and expected learning outcomes for GE Diversity—Global Studies. Underneath that, please provide a short statement on how those learning outcomes for the GE will be met. Course goals can be stated elsewhere in the syllabus but should be separate from GE language. 
· The GE assessment plan has a note 3 that refers to an Appendix C; however, that Appendix C is not provided.
· Lam, McMahon, course tabled
6. Psychology 5832 (course number change from 6832) 
· Recommendations:

· Write statement about disability services in 16-point font.
· Clarify weight of each quiz (words “quiz” and “exam” are sometimes used interchangeably).
· Lam, McMahon, unanimously approved (with 2 recommendations in italics above)
7. New minor in Human Rights 
· Credit Hour Explanation on form in curriculum.osu.edu: Required credit hours offered by the unit: maximum: “6”. What does this number refer to? 

· Provide expected student enrollment numbers.

· If International Studies has assessment data that has served as an impetus for the minor proposal (e.g., program review, student data gathered), please include the data in the rationale.
· Might wish to consider adding Social Work 5798.02 “Social Issues and Human Rights in Nicaragua,” which has been approved for GE Education Abroad—if it fits in the minor.

· P.3: 

· Comparative Studies 4597.02: Typo: “Not open to students with credit for 4597.02”—should be “597.02”.

· English 45XX: should be “4554”.
· Page 6: 

· Remove statement that syllabi will be uploaded since there is no intention to do so. 

· The concurrences mentioned are actually not provided. Please upload these.
· Adjust desired beginning date: Winter 2015 should be replaced by Spring 2015.

· Recommendation that a generic statement be added on the advising sheet that the H version of a course (if it exists) can be counted in the minor.
8. New minor in Health, Environment, Risk, and Science Communication (return) 
· Please include expected student enrollment information and desired implementation date. This point was listed in the Panel’s previous feedback
· Advising sheet—a few changes will need to be made to comply with the new minor rules recently approved by CAA:

· Recommendation that a generic statement be added on the advising sheet that the H version of a course (if it exists) can be counted in the minor.
· Transfer credit hours allowed: Replace “A maximum of 6” with “At least half of the credits counting toward the minor must be earned in regular OSU coursework.”

· Overlap with GE: “Permitted, no more than 6 credit hours.” Add the last part of the statement.

· Replace:

Overlap with the major Not allowed and 

• The minor must be in a different subject than 

the major. 

• The same courses cannot count on the minor 

and on the major. 

Overlap between minors Each minor completed 

must contain 12 unique hours. 

With the new shorter boilerplate language below:

Overlap with the major and additional minor(s)  

• The minor must be in a different subject than the major. 

• The minor must contain a minimum of 12 hours distinct from the major and/or additional minor(s).  

· Under Grades required: add a 4th bullet point with the following statement: “No more than 3 credit hours of course graded Satisfactory/Unsatisfactory may count toward the minor.”
