AGENDA:
1. Approval of 3-28-14 minutes  
· Lam, Lin, unanimously approved
2. ASC 3200 (course change; move from hybrid to 100% Distance Education format) 
· ASC Tech worked with instructor on three occasions. ASC 3200 will use a Hi-Flex model to deliver content. Aspects of the course will be accessible both synchronously and asynchronously through Carmen and Carmen Connect. The new Carmen shell template developed by ODEE will be used for this course. That shell is based on the Quality Matters rubric. Syllabus includes all the proper language for distance education. Captioning for videos: the University Libraries are prepared to fund captioning if there is a formal request from ODE. (They do not wish to build captioning upfront.) ODEE is looking at a paid service (perhaps for the future). ASC Tech is exploring voice recognition with iPad.
· Other Departments that are interested in using the new Carmen shell template (e.g., Department of Classics) have reached out to ASC Tech. 

· Other changes: the credit hours have been reduced from 3 to 2; exams are turned into exercises; the lab part was removed from the curriculum.osu.edu form. The reduction to two semester credits hours seems appropriate. 

· P. 1 of syllabus: incomplete sentence at the bottom: “(see Directions for CarmenConnect in this syllabus; if you’re ):”
· The Panel noticed that the word “exercise” rather than “exam” is used for the mid-term and final. This is a change from the previous version of the course. What is the rationale for the change in terminology? Is the purpose to make the assignments feel less like exams? 
· Lam, Lin, unanimously approved (with two recommendations in italics above)
3. Public Affairs 2110 (existing course; requesting GE Social Science--Human, Natural, and Economic Resources). 
· In general, social science theory is not much addressed in Public Affairs/public policy, which is more a practical subject. In this course, the case for social science methods is better made than social science theory.
· Recommendation to close the loop for GE assessment plan. Make sure that there is a follow-up/feedback process. Once the faculty collects the data on student achievement, how will he/she use this information to make course improvements? How will this information be archived?
· McMahon, Lin, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics above)
4. Political Science 3200 (new course; requesting GE Social Science—Individuals and Groups & GE Cross-Disciplinary Seminar) 
· Syllabus, p. 3: Reference to “three mid-term exams.” This might be confusing. Last exam might be better called “final” (the word “final” does not automatically make it comprehensive). Alternatively, the instructor might wish to simply refer to “three exams.”
· Lam, McMahon, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics above)
5. Political Science 3200H (new course; requesting GE Social Science—Individuals and Groups & GE Cross-Disciplinary Seminar) 

· This looks like a terrific course.
· Syllabus, p. 3: Point 4 (about completing assignments on time) under course requirements refers to “exams.” Replace with singular “exam” since there is only one.
