Agenda: 
Claudia Turro: update on graduate assessment. Graduate School has chosen 11 pilot programs to start assessment of graduate programs. There will be workshops for those programs. Each program will decide what aspect of their program to assess.

1. Approval of 11-13-13 minutes  
· Braumoeller, Judd, unanimously approved
2. FYI: Italian PhD change 
· Italian 5331 will go from elective to core course. This small change will be shared as fyi with Graduate School and OAA.
3. PhD Arts Administration, Education and Policy: New Specialization 
· This is not a new specialization. Department is merely making obvious what had become obscured by Department name change.
· Reconcile 2 lists of courses (the one in cover letter and the one in advising sheet). The advising sheet lists the following courses that are not in the cover letter: 7604, 7606, 7607, 7640, 7652, 7706, 7707, 7709, 7716, 7731, and 7744. Conversely, 7843 is listed in the cover letter but not in the advising sheet.
· Turro, Vasey, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics above)
4. Linguistics 5050 (new course)  
· This dual career course (i.e., graduate and undergraduate) can be taken for 1 credit or 3 credits, and is not repeatable. This is unusual. The different requirements for 1 credit and 3 credits are somewhat “hidden” at the end of the syllabus. 
· Questions/issues related to variable credit status of course:

· What is the rationale for the different number of credits? Why does course need to be offered with two variations? 
· How will students know how many credits to register for? 
· What if a student registers for 2 credit hours? 
· What if a student takes course for 1 credit and then realizes that he/she wants to take it for 3, when the course is  not repeatable?
· If there is a good reason to offer a 1-credit version and a 3-credit version, might it make more sense to (a) decimalize the course (e.g. 1-credit version is 5050.01 and 3-credit version is 5050.02) or (b) perhaps have students take it for 3 credits and those students who do not wish to do all the assignments audit the course?
· Course includes a brisk introduction to programming. Recommendation to add a prerequisite. Some background in Python or comparable programming language might be helpful. 
5. Theatre 5720 (new course)  
· Q: Credit hours: is meeting 4 hrs a week but getting 3 credits for the course acceptable? A: It is OK. Form says “lecture,” but it seems more like a “seminar” where some of the work that in some courses is done outside of class is actually completed during class.
· Woliver, McDonald, unanimously approved
6. Greek 5890 (new course request GE Foreign Language) 
· “Greek 1101, 1102, or 1103” should probably be listed as exclusions. 
· Q: What happens if someone has already taken Greek 1101, for example, but not the other basic language courses? A: Maybe they could take the pertinent part of the workshop as an independent study (?) 
· Subsidy level and intended rank: include doctoral.

7. English 5664 (new course) 
· Make sure that disability statement is in 16-pt font.

· Judd, Turro, unanimously approved (with one recommendation above)
8. Communication / Sociology 7710 (new courses; cross-listed) 
· This is the product of a joint faculty hire. The Dept of Political Science will also wish to create a 3rd cross-listed course at some point.
· Course description in syllabus: 2nd paragraph: “quarter”—replace with “semester”

· Vasey, Wong, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics above)
9. Statistics 6510 (course change; request to become Distance Learning course)  
· ASCTech worked very closely with the Dept of Statistics to develop this Distance Education version of the course.
· Question about requirements and provisions for hearing impaired students: ASCTech checklist: Section 6 (Funding and support for the course technologies are sustainable for future sections of the course): Why is “captioning required” for this course? If it is indeed required, does check mark in “yes” column mean that chair of department has agreed to the expense?

· R versus SAS? R is used for DE whereas SAS is used for on-campus version. Q: Is there a reason for that? A: Yes, SAS is student-lab use only.

10. Chemistry 6050 (new course) 
· Q: Course goals are not on syllabus. Is that OK? A: It is advisable to have course goals on agenda but not a requirement.
· Typos in syllabus:

· References to May dates in right column under homework (yet this is a June course).
· P. 2: “Lesson Plan: Modify a ONE class (45- 50 minuets, NOT a block).” Replace word underlined with “minutes.”
