1. Approval of 11-25-14 minutes  
· Sanders, Cashin, unanimously approved
2. Revision to the Latina/o minor 

· Aim is to simplify structure of minor.
· P. 2 of the cover letter mentions that concurrence from SPPO was requested but no answer received. Suggest that the e-mail requesting concurrence from SPPO be added to the proposal—as proof that concurrence was requested.
· Sanders, Parsons, unanimously approved with one suggestion (in italics above)
3. English 4410 (new course) 

· Ask for concurrence from College of Medicine.
· Question: How will volunteer or shadowing experience be supervised?
· Please contact IRB office to double-check whether IRB certification is needed.

· Parsons, Sanders, unanimously approved with 2 contingencies (in bold above) and one question (in italics above)
4. Minor in Health, Medicine, and Culture (new) 

· Ask for concurrence from College of Medicine, especially the Center for Bioethics and Medical Humanities.
· Update boilerplate language on the advising sheet (to align minor with university-wide minor guidelines issued by CAA in early September) and put sheet in appropriate format (two columns). Sample can be provided by ASCCAS.
· Cashin, Sanders, unanimously approved with 2 contingencies (in bold above)
5. Russian 2345 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Diversity-Global Studies)  

· Confusion with GE: 

· Form in curriculum.osu.edu states that the course is requesting GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Diversity-Global Studies. 

· However, p. 1 of the syllabus at the top lists GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Visual and Performing Arts (which is not requested) but does not list GE Diversity-Global Studies. Still on p.1, the information under the title “GE Goals” lists both the goals for GE Cultures and Ideas and for GE Visual and Performing Arts (but not for GE Diversity-Global Studies). Under GE Expected Learning Outcomes, the learning outcomes for GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Diversity-Global Studies are listed (which is good, except that they should be listed under their respective goals). In sum, if the two GE categories are indeed GE Cultures and Ideas and GE Diversity-Global Studies, the syllabus should have cut and pasted the goals for GE Cultures and Ideas followed immediately by the expected learning outcomes (ELOs) for that category. Same thing for the boilerplate language for GE Diversity-Global Studies. For each GE category, there should be a brief statement (under the boilerplate) explaining how the course will fulfill the ELOs of each category.
· The GE assessment plan uses GE language that is either incomplete (goals for Cultures and Ideas and Diversity—Global Studies are not included) or outdated (Arts and Humanities goals and expected learning outcomes). Regarding the latter point, before semester conversion, under the GEC, Cultures and Ideas was a subcategory of a larger Arts and Humanities category with its own goals and ELOs. This was done away with when the GE was adopted.
· Please include a GE assessment plan. This is different from the brief statement on student assessment. Also, SEIs do not ask questions about the ELOs of any GE category so should not be mentioned here.
· Syllabus: 

· P. 1: includes a statement that the class meets twice a week for 70 minutes. In actuality, if class meets twice a week, it will meet for 80 minutes each session. 

· Remove information about cross-listing. In actuality, this course is not cross-listed with any other. It is not clear how proposer is using the word “cross-listing” here. 

· P. 3: Remove D- (not a grade at Ohio State).
· Update curriculum map for Russian major.
· Remove rubric pertaining to the rating of Russian 4575 courses. Not clear how this document is linked to proposal at hand.
· Course not reviewed. Panel will wait for revised proposal. Suggest meeting with Angela Brintlinger and/or Derek Peterson (to be attended by Garett Heysel and Bernadette Vankeerbergen).
6. Modern Greek 2240 (new course; requesting GE Cultures and Ideas; H version already exists)
· Great course. Excellent GE assessment plan.
· Cashin, Parsons, unanimously approved 

7. Linguistics 2052H (new course; requesting GE Quantitative Reasoning—Mathematical or Logical Analysis) 

· Very interesting course proposal. Will next be reviewed by the Honors Panel (for H status) and then the NMS Panel (for the requested GE status).
· Sanders, Cashin, unanimously approved
8. Spanish 5389 (new course) 

· Conversation about concurrence from Latino/a program. Theresa Delgadillo’s concurrence includes what appears to be hesitations/reservations (e.g., “make course goals more specific to training students in linguistic and anthro-linguistic methods and bodies of scholarship”). Panel decides that this point and others are mere suggestions—not requests to change the course. Linguistics concurrence is not needed.

9. Spanish 4582 (new course) 

· Ask for concurrences from Film Studies and Latina/o program.
· Students will appreciate having information on the syllabus about the nature (types of topics etc.) of the three short papers.
