· Sanders, Cashin, unanimously approved
2. Spanish 2798.80 (new) 

· Question: Will this course just pertain to Costa Rica or is it open to any Latin American country? Advice to submit proposal as a specific course on Costa Rica (adjust title and course description in curriculum.osu.edu). Indeed, the understanding is that Newark is creating a trip to Costa Rica (not any Latin American country). Furthermore, this is a Spanish course so study tour could not be run in non-Spanish speaking country.
· Request to adjust course description, which currently says: “Semester-long Spanish course followed by a one week study tour. This experience will enrich students’ knowledge of the language, history, and cultures of Latin America.  Faculty-led study abroad program offered through Newark campus only.” The way description is phrased makes it sound like “semester-long Spanish course” is part of 2798.80. 
· Study tour request document mentions that course is not repeatable. However, form in curriculum.osu.edu says that course is repeatable once. Please reconcile the information. If course is repeatable, how is syllabus going to be different the second time? This course should probably be non-repeatable.
· Study tour request document mentions that 1103 or 2151 is a co-requisite. However, form in curriculum.osu.edu says that 1103 or 2151 is a prerequisite. The latter seems more likely.

· Study tour request document mentions that the course is graded S/U. However, form in curriculum.osu.edu says that the course is letter graded. Which information is correct?

· Syllabus: Request to provide description of the pre-travel reflection CD and the daily journal.
· No vote. Feedback above will be provided to Department.
3. AAEP 5797.02 (new course)

· Solid proposal.
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Sanders, unanimously approved
4. NELC 2798.01 (new course; GE Education Abroad) 

· Recommendation for future submissions: If course can be part of the major, the updated curriculum map should be submitted.
· Sanders, Cashin, unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics above)
5. History 3798.03 (return; new course requesting GE Historical Study and GE Diversity—Global Studies)  

· Form in curriculum.osu.edu should not say “independent study” for “Course Components” and “Grade Roster Component.” This is probably more a lecture and/or field experience course.
· P. 2 of syllabus: Remove prereq that at least one Humanities course in Chinese studies (History or DEALL) needs to be have been taken on the OSU campus prior to departure. Indeed this is not a prereq stated on the form in curriculum.osu.edu. This statement is also repeated on p. 6.
· P. 6: Unclear why statement about grades refers to “undergraduates and non-History graduate students” since this is not a graduate course.
· How will assessment for both the GE Historical Study and the GE Diversity—Global Studies categories be done since no OSU instructor will be involved in the actual teaching of the course? OSU faculty seems to be more a resident director.
· Panel unclear how this History course will address years between now and 2050.
· Panel needs list of readings. There is a statement on p. 6 of the syllabus: “See the ‘List of Projected Possible Readings’ attached to this syllabus.” However, this list is not attached to the syllabus.
· Request to provide more detailed descriptions of the assignments: what assignments entail; their lengths and format; information about possible in-class quizzes; how much reading will be required on what days etc.

· Sanders, Cashin, approved with 6 contingencies (in bold above) (and one recommendation in italics)
6. Jewish Studies 4798.02 (new course; requesting GE Education Abroad) 

· Many of the activities in Israel would seem to actually take more time than what is stated (namely, 2.5 activity hours each day). For each day in-country, which ones of the listed activities do you consider to be “structured educational experiences” as opposed to “free time” (as the terms are defined in the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual)?
· Cashin, Taleghani-Nikazm, approved with contingency (in bold above)
7. History 2797.02 (new course; return; requesting GE Historical Study) 

· Form in curriculum.osu.edu should not say “independent study” for “Course Components” and “Grade Roster Component.” This is probably more a lecture and/or field experience course.

· How is GE assessment going to happen since the course is taught by non-OSU faculty? OSU faculty member seems to be a resident director.
· P. 4 of the syllabus mentions 2 pre-departure assignments. However, the daily schedule for the course only starts in-country. Please include schedule of pre-departure academic sessions with all relevant information. Will the group presentations indeed take place upon return to Ohio? If so, this post program activity needs to be included in the schedule for the course. Likewise the credit hour rationale only addresses the in-country part of the course. Academic pre- and post-trip sessions should be reflected in the credit hour rationale as well.
· The break-down of percentages / assignments is different on p. 4 of syllabus and p. 2 of credit hour rationale. Please reconcile both documents. 
· No vote. Feedback above will be provided to Department. When Department resubmits proposal, request that they highlight changes that they made in a different color.
