· Approval of 10-24-14 minutes 
· Sanders, Cashin, unanimously approved
· New BS in Music (return) 
· Most points that had been communicated to SOM after first review have now been addressed.
· Advising sheet: There are mistakes with course numbers, course titles, or credit hours. Many mistakes are typos, but there may be larger issues. Some issues are listed below (but these are just examples of issues and there may be more). Please double-check all information on sheet.
· Arts College 1100.11 does not exist. It should say “ASC 1100.11.”
· Title of Music 3351 is “The World of Music,” not “World Music.”

· Under “ensemble or applied study”: What is “SAE”? Should 2201.xx be listed since these are studio courses?

· Stats 1430 (for data analysis in SA and ME track) is 4 credit hours (not 3). That will also affect the total for the music major.
· CSE 2221 and 2231 are both 4 credit hours (not 3). (Adjust total credit hours for CS track.)

· Title of CSE 5539 is “Intermediate Studies in Artificial Intelligence,” not “Computational Audition.” Is it indeed 5539 that needs to be listed on advising sheet?

· For all three tracks: Senior project: 4679.03 (new course) is listed. In actuality, 4679.03 is an existing course on the books (not a new course), the title of which is “Senior Composition Project: Jazz Studies.” It is worth 2 credits. This does not seem to be the right course for a senior project in the new BS. (The prereq for the 4679.03 is to be a “Jazz Composition major.”) If the senior project is indeed a new course (and 4679.03 was just a typo), then this new course needs to be created and submitted at the same time as the new BS proposal.

· Bus Mhr 3510: “New Venture Creation.” In actuality, this course is numbered 3510.01.   There is also 3510.02, which is “Creating the Social Venture.” There is no 3510.
· Title of Art Education 3680. Word is left out. Full title is “Exploring the Creative Sector: Art Issues in the 21st Century.”

· Com 2540: Correct title should be “Introduction to Communication Technology,” not “Introduction and Communication Technology.”
· Mus 5638: Title is “Audio Recording,” not “Audio Recording I.”

· For Media and Enterprise track, please check total credit hours. These should more than likely be a range since the interdisciplinary elective can be 2-4 credit hours. 

· For SA track, please adjust credit hours since the two CSE courses are 4 credits, not 3.

· ACCAD 7101: Graduate-level course should not be included in undergraduate degree (many administrative obstacles and no guarantee that the Graduate School will approve the petition). Could it be replaced with the 5000-level course? New course proposal would need to be submitted at the same time as BS.

· Music 5639.00 is simply 5639.

· Full title of Theatre 5321 is “Video Production I.”

· Please double-check all credit hour totals on advising sheet.

· Sample 4-year plan: Please proofread information. Many of the sample issues for the advising sheet (see above) are also present in the 4-year plan. A few more that were pointed out (but again this may not be a complete list):
· Incorrect number is used for CSE 2231 (plan refers to 2222)

· There is no GE Natural Science course at 2+ credit. Should likely say 3+.

· Double-check sub-totals and all totals.
· Similarly, double-check whole proposal for all credit hour totals (or sub-totals). For example, check accuracy of all numbers on “Pacer table” and p. 1 of actual proposal.
· Conversation about enrollment: In the short term, the expectation is that about 5 students will enroll in the new BS. There are no plans or expectations that this will become a very large program.
· Assessment plan could be further developed but is deemed to be sufficient.
· Sanders, Cashin, unanimously approved with 3 contingencies (listed in bold above)
· Chinese 4301 (new course) & Chinese 4302 (new course) 
· For both syllabi: P. 2: Remove sentence: “Most of the classes will be ACT classes; all classes will be ACT classes unless indicated on the daily schedules.” Indeed, all ACT and FACT classes are already indicated on the daily schedule.
· Sanders, Parsons, unanimously approved with 1 recommendation (in italics above)
· History 3798.04 (new course; requesting GE Historical Study; GE Diversity—Global Studies; GE Education Abroad) 
· Request concurrence from Department of Spanish and Portuguese.
· Syllabus:

· P. 1: “Study Abroad” is not name of GE category. The GE category is “Education Abroad.”

· Pp. 1-3: For each GE category, also list GE goals on syllabus, not just the expected learning outcomes.

· P. 2. References to “International Issues GE,” “Western (Non-United States),” and “Non-Western (Global)” are no longer used under semesters. These terms were used for the GEC under quarters. Under semesters with the GE, the category is called “GE Diversity—Global Studies.” Likewise, adjust “Rationale for fulfilling the GE Learning Outcomes for International Issues.”

· P. 3: “Rationale for fulfilling the GE Learning Outcomes for International Issues” should refer to Education Abroad.

· Need to add GE Education Abroad assessment plan. See pp. 56-59 of ASC Curriculum and Assessment Manual https://asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf 

· Credit hour rationale. The total for “structured educational experiences” should be 38, not 36 (arithmetic mistake). However, on the next page there is a reference to 51 hours of structured educational experiences (which seems to be a mistake). At 45 hours of formalized instruction and 38 hours of structured educational experiences, this course is more a 5 credit hr course. Consider bringing the course closer to 3 credits.
· For the readings, might there be more current readings?
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu should not say “independent study” for “Course Components” and “Grade Roster Component.” This is probably more a lecture and/or field experience course.

· Parsons, Cashin, unanimously approved with 3 contingencies (in bold above) and 3 recommendations (in italics above).
· History 3252 (renumbered from 2252; already has GE Historical Study and GE Diversity—Global Studies) 
· Sanders, Cashin, unanimously approved
· Engineering 5797.13 (course change; requesting GE Historical Study and GE Diversity—Global Studies) 
· For each GE category, please add GE goals on the syllabus—not only the expected learning outcomes.
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: Remove freshman and sophomore as intended rank. Graduate school will not approve course that lists freshman and sophomore as intended rank of 5000-level course.
· Parsons, Sanders, unanimously approved with 1 contingency (in bold above) and 1 recommendation (in italics above)
· Art 5797 May15 offering of “Filmmaking in Berlin”—faculty: Roger Beebe 
· Request concurrences from Department of Germanic Languages and Literatures & Department of Geography
· Panel would have preferred to see a more fleshed-out syllabus that more clearly shows the link with the credit hours rationale. Also, the credit hour rationale document makes reference to “Arabic 5797.” However, Panel agreed that this will be OK this time.
· Sanders, Parsons, unanimously approved with 2 contingencies (in bold above) and 1 recommendation (in italics above)
· Slavic 4800 (new course; also requesting GE Social Science—Individuals and Groups) 
· Interesting course.
· The curriculum map does not include Slavic 4800. For future submissions, if a new course can be part of the unit’s major, please first update the curriculum map of the appropriate major and upload it in curriculum.osu.edu.
· The rubric for the final paper refers to Russian 4575. Not clear why this document was uploaded.
· Cashin, Sanders, unanimously approved with 2 comments (in italics above)
· Polish 3102 (new course)

· P. 2: Replace reference to “quarter” with “semester.”
· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: Course Components and Grade Roster Component should likely not say “recitation.” 
· Are we sure the credit hours is 4? Does course indeed meet for 4 semester credit hours? Shouldn’t it be 3 like for Polish 3101?
· Parsons, Sanders, unanimously approved with 3 comments/question (in italics above)
