3. Revision to Earth Sciences BS 

· There are 4 subprograms in the BS. There has been a 300% increase in the number of BS majors. This is leading to several changes to the BS. 
· Number of credit hours for the students is not changing, except for one subprogram, Petroleum Geology and Geophysics subprogram is increased by 1 credit.
· Senior thesis will now be mandatory for all subcategories. Potential issue on faculty capacity / load. Request that the proposal mention that Earth Sciences faculty will be able to accommodate this change. Also, might School of Earth Sciences allow flexibility as to which faculty can be thesis advisors? NMS Panel and ASCC need reassurance that students will be able to complete their theses in a timely fashion.
· 4 –yr sample plans: the GE FL are 4 credits; none of the GE courses in the 4-year plans are 4 cr. Request to adjust the 4-yr sample plans.
· Make sure that titles for 4998(H) and 4999.01(H)/4999.02(H) are used consistently. Also, sometimes decimalized numbers are specified for 4999(H) and sometimes not (where one would expect to see the decimalized number).
