· Disability statement in 16 pt font.
· P. 5: replace reference to “quarter” with “semester.”
· Attendance policy could be clarified.

· Daly, Craigmile, unanimously approved (with 3 suggestions in italics above)
3. Anthropology 3304 (course change; requesting GE Natural Science—Biological Science) 

· More attention should be paid to ways the course will be addressing Natural Science GE goals. More detailed rationale about how course covers the 4 GE expected learning outcomes is needed. 
· Assessment plan could be more specific. Please address each of the 4 GE expected learning outcomes individually and link these to direct (and indirect) methods of assessment. Provide specific examples. (ASCCAO to provide sample proposal.)
· Anthro 2200 has been removed as a prereq. 

· This course might be taken by any student at the university (e.g., freshman in any major) for GE credit, but it could also be an elective in the Anthropology major. How do such differing goals lead to a coherent course? Furthermore, how are non-major students who will take the course for GE going to acquire the GE content that used to be covered in 2200?

· How will this affect the Evolutionary Studies minor and other programs that accept this course? If Dept is changing the course to be more GE specific, do you have concurrence from all the programs that will be affected by the change?
4. Anthropology 3411 (course change; requesting GE Natural Science—Biological Science) 

· Comment that biological anthropology courses are now part of OTM.
· More attention should be paid to ways the course will be addressing Natural Science GE goals. More detailed rationale about how course covers the 4 GE expected learning outcomes is needed. What about how course covers evolutionary theory: e.g., course only covers adaption, which is a third of all evolution. Provide more specifics about the materials covered every week (e.g., which pages from textbook are covered every week—some weeks Panel does not know what is happening in class). 
· Assessment plan is not specific. Please address each of the 4 GE expected learning outcomes individually and link these to direct (and indirect) methods of assessment. Provide specific examples. 
· Anthro 2200 has been removed as a prereq. 

· This course might be taken by any student at the university (e.g., freshman in any major) for GE credit, but it could also be an elective in the Anthropology major. How do such differing goals lead to a coherent course? Furthermore, how are non-major students who will take the course for GE going to acquire the GE content that used to be covered in 2200?
· How will this affect the Evolutionary Studies minor and other programs that accept this course? If Dept is changing the course to be more GE specific, do you have concurrence from all the programs that will be affected by the change?
· Request that Dept of Anthropology prepare draft revisions for the two courses. Representatives from the Dept will then be invited to the NMS Panel meeting.
