2. History 2001H


· Clear expectations 
· Three written assignments compared to two assignments in regular course 
· The reading list is impressive and more extensive than the regular version of the course 
· Approved with contingency and recommendations 

· Contingency

· Provide an estimate of enrollment in the rationale. The Panel would like to know what the enrollment is expected to be on the regional campus. 
· Recommendations

· Make edits to the proposal. (The word the “access” is used in place of “assess” in several places. Example: Memorandum under Social Diversity GE Requirements #5) 
· Reconsider 4 week offering. If the course is taught during the 4 week (May session) term, would the reading list be modified? 
· Burry, Yerkes, unanimously approved 

3. History 2002H
· If the course is offered during May session the reading list is too long 

· Reading expectations 

· 17 chapters are expected to be read in the first week and 11 chapters in the second week 
· This is distinctly more reading than the 2001H course 
· This is a big gap for reading expectation in the sequence of courses from 2001H to 2002H 
· Very much the same as 2001H as far as the goals and structure of the course.
· No vote. The Panel would like more clarification 

· The Panel noticed that the reading is far more extensive from 2001H to 2002H. Is that by design? 
· Recommendations

· Make edits to the proposal (“assess” instead of “access”) 

· Reconsider 4 week offering. If the course is taught during the 4 week term, would the reading list be modified?
