AGENDA:
1. Introductions
· Summary of what the Panel’s charge is: check for completion of course proposals (e.g., necessary parts of syllabi) or program proposals; check for completion of GE requirements (if applicable); review rigor of proposals while always keeping in mind that content experts are in the departments.
· Different voting options: (1) Approve a proposal, (2) approve with contingency (when the proposal comes back, revision will be reviewed by the Chair), or (3) return proposal to a Department (either with no vote or with a “Sent back” vote).
2. Psychology 1200 (new course; GE Social Science—Individuals and Groups & GE Diversity—Social Diversity in the US) 

· Discussion about whether ELO#1 is sufficiently covered in this course. The “methods of social scientific inquiry” pertain to “research methods.” One member suggests that more time should be set aside for research in the proposed course. In this course, students are subject in research (7 hours) but do not carry out research themselves. Other member indicates that it is not a requirement that students actually carry out the research themselves.
· Recommendation for the assessment plans for both GE categories: establish metrics to measure success in terms of student achievement of each GE expected learning outcome. The assessment plans will need to be implemented the first time the course is offered and a report will be due after two offerings of the course. Therefore, the specifics of the plans will need to be further defined before first offering the course.
· Ewoldsen, Mitzen unanimously approved (with one recommendation in italics)
3. Economics 5860 (new course) 

· Concurrences from Social Work and Fisher College of Business are not uploaded on the course review site. These colleges did provide concurrences, however. The documents will be uploaded.

· In an e-mail dated 4-17-14, Michael Bisesi grants concurrence from Public Health but makes two requests. The Panel would like to see David Blau’s response to this e-mail. The addition of this e-mail response to the course request will complement the proposal.
· Add meeting times (number of contact hours) on the syllabus.
· Givens, Ewoldsen, unanimously approved with two contingencies in bold
4. Human Rights Minor (new minor; return) 

· This proposal first came to the Panel last year. There was a list of items to be addressed.
· ASCCAO will make small tweaks to advising sheet to bring it in compliance with CAA guidelines.

· International Studies does not have assessment data that served as an impetus for the new minor. That is OK since this was a recommendation.
· Givens, Mitzen, unanimously approved with one recommendation in italics
5. International Studies 4451 (new course) 

· Meeting times (number of contact hours) should be on syllabus.
· It would have been nice to ask for a concurrence from Communication. The School of Communication does a lot of film analysis (from Social Science perspective). D. Ewoldsen to provide concurrence for the School of Communication.
· Can this course indeed count in Film Studies minor? There is a contradiction between what is stated on p. 1 of syllabus (course can count for both the minor and major in Film Studies) and the Film Studies concurrence provided by John Davidson (which states that the course can count in the major but does not say anything about the minor).
· Givens, Mitzen, unanimously approved with two contingencies in bold.
6. International Studies 4853 (new course) 

· Issue: 

· This is a 4000-level course, but there is very little reading.  It is more appropriate to be a lower-level course. Could be an interesting freshman seminar. 
· The curriculum map says that 3 major goals are fulfilled at the most advanced level by this course. The Panel is skeptical of this.

· Prereq: Sophomore standing or above. This might need to be changed if the course is resubmitted with a lower number
· Conclusion: Panel asks that the Unit either lower the level of the course or beef up the syllabus.

· Suggestion: Clarify the following attendance statement:  The formula for the attendance/participation grade will be: 39 points for attendance = A, which allows a maximum of three absences without any penalty, and 36 points = A for a minimum of 12 postings on the course blog site.
· Course will be returned to unit with the requests above.
