AGENDA:
1. Approval of 10-30-14 minutes
· Ewoldsen, Mitzen, approved (with one abstention)
2. Speech and Hearing Science 3360 (change to DL hybrid course)

· Video delivery through third party tool (Master Clinician Network) and Carmen. ASCTech has worked with faculty member (checklist went from “yes with revisions” to all “yes”). Class is a high flex asynchronous model (students can participate live or can watch videos at a later time).

· Wiki is used to provide feedback on videos.

· Form in curriculum.osu.edu: Option “greater or equal to 50% at a distance” has been selected. Should indicate 100% DL. 

· Cover letter: typo in last paragraph: “Undergraduate graduate students”—likely “graduate” needs to be removed. If that is not the case, please explain what “undergraduate graduate” refers to.
· Syllabus:

· P. 2: Reference to “quarter.” Replace with “semester.”
· P. 2: Further explain relationship between observation hrs and the quizzes that need to be taken for passing grade. Does completion of quizzes need to happen for the observation hrs to be counted? What constitutes completion of a quiz?
· Issue of participation: How is participation included in the course grade? There is no grading scale for the course. Might be good to specify a certain percentage for attendance. Then make S/U attached to, for example, minimum of 70 % (or something similar).

· Mitzen, Ewoldsen, approved with 5 contingencies (written in bold above)
3. Educational Studies 3206 (existing course; requesting GE Diversity—Social Diversity in the U.S.)

· Syllabus:

· Note to instructors at the top of page 1 will need to be deleted.
· Number of contact hours per week should be indicated on syllabus.
· Add a grading scale.
· When GE assessment is done, bear in mind that the focus is on assessment of the GE expected learning outcomes, not course assessment.

· Make sure that GE data is archived somewhere.
· Lenhart, Mitzen, unanimously approved with 5 recommendations (in italics above)
4. Anthropology 3302 (existing course; requesting GE Diversity—Global Studies)

· Syllabus does not clearly show potential Diversity—Global Studies aspect of the course. Large part of the course seems to deal with the U.S. Some of it is more about immigrant experience in the U.S.

· Assessment plan is more about assessment of course, not GE assessment.
· No vote taken.
5. Anthropology 3416 (existing course; requesting GE Diversity—Global Studies)

· Syllabus: 
· Add GE goals and expected learning outcomes on actual syllabus.
· Add pertinent weblinks to statements about academic misconduct & disability.

· Assessment plan: How does faculty member define success for the sample embedded questions? Need some sort of metric.
