1. Anthropology 1000 (new course; requesting DL status; GE Social Science-Organizations and Polities; Diversity-Global Studies; Cultures and Ideas) 
· Online syllabus: p. 5: “Exams are closed-book, internet- and cellphone free, and not collaborative.”
· Question: How can one really control that? Answer: The University does not have a service / procedure for truly on-line exams yet. There are several options:  Students can come to campus; come to testing center; OSU has agreements with proctoring centers throughout the state; use ExamSoft and ProctorU (students can take exam anywhere; e.g., at home). It is not clear how Anthropology 1000 is going to conduct its exams; right now, most distance learning courses have their students come to main campus for testing (exam center).
· In this case, much seems to depend on the honor system and this might not work. Request that Richard Yerkes work with ASCTech to go over the different options: e.g., testing center, ProctorU.

· On-line syllabus: Add link for academic misconduct. In addition, “Board of Academic Misconduct” should read “Committee on Academic Misconduct.”

· Lenhart, Givens, unanimously approved with one contingency (in bold above) and one recommendation (in italics)
2. Technology Enhanced courses for SU15 and AU15 
· Q: How come there is a 0%, “In Person” mode of instruction, considering that Carmen is now widely used? A: Some faculty still do not use Carmen or any technology (e.g., some History faculty).
· What used to be the 1-50% bracket will now become 1-74% (called “Hybrid”). 

· 99% will be for all DL courses where exam(s) need(s) to be taken on campus.

· ASCC may want to reconsider which categories of courses need to go through curricular review.

· The list of courses that will be taught in SU and AU pertains to Distance Enhanced and Distance Learning courses. (Hybrid courses are not included.)
· Appeal of technology-enhanced instruction has to do with schedule flexibility and flexibility of testing (for both students and faculty). 

· Q: How did Political Science 1100 obtain Quality Matters? A: It was part of the first round of GE courses last year.
· It is not clear what will happen with other courses that are already offered and have not gone through Quality Matters review.

3. Speech and Hearing Science 3350 (return; course change; request to add GE Diversity-Social Diversity in the U.S.)  
· This course as currently designed does not seem to lend itself to the GE Diversity-Social Diversity in the U.S. category. As stated previously, the course is more about communication disorders (speech pathology in a clinical setting) than the diversity aspect of disability in society. Group project is all about speech pathology. The GE rationale document (in which the submitter makes a case for the requested GE status) has not been changed from the previous submission. 

· GE expected learning outcomes (ELOs) used for assessment plan are not the boilerplate ones. Use standard language. The said assessment plan should not be included in the syllabus since it is a document for the reviewing Panel that explains how the faculty member will assess that his/her course fulfills the ELOs. On the other hand, the syllabus should include the boilerplate goals and expected learning outcomes for the GE category (or categories) attached to the course as explained on p. 15 of the ASC Curriculum and Assessment Operations Manual  https://asccas.osu.edu/files/ASC_CurrAssess_Operations_Manual.pdf .
· No vote taken. Send back. 
4. Minor in Peace Studies—new (return)  
· International Studies needs to provide the actual concurrences on the proposed minor (in which units/departments clearly state concurrence with the minor, not the inclusion of the courses in the minor). The ASCC Panel needs to see those documents.
