· Givens, Lenhart, unanimously approved
2. Revision Data Analytics BS: addition of Social Science analytics specialization 
· The proposal was previously approve with contingencies. Contingency #1: Students will be taking many courses in social science research topics and that should be good preparation. The program is interdisciplinary (comparable to the Business Specialization in the Data Analytics major). Contingency#2: They have addressed the ethics issue by explaining that training in the ethics of human subject research is incorporated in several of the specialization courses.
· Changes approved by Chair. The new specialization will next be presented at the ASCC,
3. ESCFE 3200H (new course requesting GE Social Science-Individuals and Groups) 
· Request concurrence from Psychology.
· Discussion about social science aspect of course. For example, Appendix A: example questions: are these social science questions? For ELO1 and 2: second question is better than first. Course does not include enough social science theory. 
4. Political Science 4305 (new course)

5. Sociology 4506 (new course) 
· P. 2: “All exams and papers will be discarded at the end of Spring Semester 2015.” Faculty rule 3335-8-23 indicates that one needs to wait one full year before discarding student papers. (So for a course that would have been offered AU14, the faculty member would have had to wait until AU of following year.)
