1. Approval of 12-5-14 minutes
· Cashin, Parsons, unanimously approved
2. Music 2208.22 (new course) and Spanish 2208.22 (new course)

· Discussion about lack of readings. Topics like music and cultural expression or music in social context lead one to expect some readings. However, there are mini-lectures. Panel is satisfied with that.
· If this course is repeatable 20 times, shouldn’t different syllabi be submitted?

· How is 0.5 cr offering different from 1 cr offering of the course?

· Can this course truly count up to 10 credit hrs in Spanish major, minor, and minor in Andean and Amazonian Studies?

· Provide curriculum maps for Spanish and music majors.
· Cashin, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with 4 contingencies (in bold above)
3. Spanish 2798.80 (new course; return)

· There are inconsistencies regarding the length of the trip: Course description mentions one week; however, syllabus mentions 10 days in second paragraph of p. 1, but the third paragraph mentions 9 days (and the travel itinerary lists 9 days as well). The number of days inside the syllabus should be consistent. Recommend to use “short (trip)” in course description in curriculum.osu.edu—this will give department some flexibility for various iterations of the trip.
· Request to adjust first sentence of course description, which currently says: “Summer-term Spanish course followed by a one week study tour.” The way description is phrased makes it sound like the “summer-term Spanish course” is part of 2798.80.
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Parsons, unanimously approved with 2 recommendations (in italics above)
4. Spanish 5705 (new course)

· Prereqs are confusing. Explain the motivation behind detailed list of prereqs & why C- will not be enforced electronically. Why not simply say, “Permission of instructor”?
· Uncheck professional rank in curriculum.osu.edu. “Professional” refers to professional students (e.g., College of Pharmacy, Optometry).
Cashin, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with two recommendations (in italics above)
5. Revision to Spanish BA—addition of Latino/a LLC track 

· Panel confused about some concurrences. Specifically, Guisela Latorre suggests adding WGGS 2340, but the final proposal does not list that course (and no statement explains why it was left out). The History concurrence lists History 2075, but this course does not seem to be included in the final version. As for Theresa Delgadillo, she expresses skepticism about students being allowed to take up to 4 courses in English. Yet, in the final version, students are still permitted to take up to 4 courses in English. Panel would like to see final concurrences from WGGS, History, and Latina/o Studies Program to make sure that they are fully in agreement with the whole final proposal.

6. Revision to Music BA

· Following statement on advising sheet should be adjusted: “Required as needed to reach 120 total units.” This should refer to 121 hours.
· Taleghani-Nikazm, Cashin, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
7. German 2451 (new course; requesting GE Visual and Performing Arts)

· GE assessment somewhat related to course goals but course goals do tie to GE goals.
· Syllabus: add the GE goals (above the two expected learning outcomes).
· Parsons, Taleghani-Nikazm, unanimously approved with one recommendation (in italics above)
